Johann Sebastian Bach, kelle loomingut tema eluajal vaevalt tunti,
on tanapdeva muusikaelus saanud Uheks enimmangitud autoriks. Oma
kaasaegsete silmis oli Bach eelkdige suurepéarane orelivirtuoos ja
improvisaator. Orelimadngu algteadmised omandas ta oma vanema venna
Christophi kae all. Ta uuris pohjalikult erinevate saksa orelikoolkondade
stiile ja Uhendas need hiljem oma loomingus. Bach arendas taiuslikkuseni
koik barokiaegsed orelimuusika vormid, mis annab pohjust vaadelda tema
loomingut Kogu varasema saksa orelikunsti kokkuvottena.

Bachi mahukast loomingust joudis tema eluajal trikki vaid umbes
kiimmekond teost. Tema esimene publitseeritud Kogumik - “oopus 1”7, nagu



autor seda nimetas - ilmus aastal 1731, kui ta oli olnud heliloojana tegev
juba 20 aastat. Kogumik kandis nime “Clavier-Ubung I” (“Klaviiriharjutused
"), millele jargneva aastakiimne jooksul lisandus veel kolm vihikut (“Clavier-
Ubung 11-1V”).

1739. aastal trukivalgust nainud “Klaviiriharjutuste” kolmanda osa
ehk “Saksa orelimissa” ndol on tegemist Bachi esimese publitseeritud
orelimuusika kogumikuga, mida loetakse uhtlasi helilooja orelimuusika
suurimaks saavutuseks. Vihikut raamivad pidulik ja majesteetlik prantsuse
avamangu rutmikujundeid kasutav prelutd Es-duur BWV 552 ning samas
helistikus suurejooneline fuuga, mille vahele jadavad kompositsiooniliselt
uskumatult keerukad koraalitoctlused, esindades Bachi kiipset stiili parimal
moel.

Johann Sebastian Bach, whose works were hardly known during his lifetime,
has become one of the most performed authors in today’s music scene.
But in the eyes of his contemporaries Bach was most of all an excellent
organ virtuoso and improviser. He learned the basics of organ from his older
brother Christoph. He studied thoroughly the styles of different German
organ schools and combined them later in his works. Bach developed to
perfection all Barogue organ music forms, which gives a reason to observe
his work as a summary of the entire early German organ music.
Among Bach’s vast oeuvre only about a dozen was printed during his
lifetime. His first published collection — Opus 1 — as the author himself called
it, was released in 1731, when he had already been active as a composer
for 20 years. The collection was named Clavier-Ubung | (Keyboard Practice
), which was followed by three more notebooks during the next decade
(Clavier-Ubung lI-1V).
The third part of the Keyboard Practices, the so-called German Organ Mass
was released in 1739 and it is the first published collection of Bach’s organ
music, which is also considered to be the composers biggest organ music
achievement. The notebook is framed by a festive and majestic Prelude
in E flat major BWV 552, which uses French overture rhythm forms and a
spectacular fugue in the same key, and between them are choral works with
incredibly complex composition, representing the mature style of Bach in
the best way.

Helilooja, kirilkumuusik ja pedagoog Hugo Lepnurm oli tuntud eelkdige kui
Eesti 20. sajandill poole markimisvaarseim organist. Heliloojana on ta loonud
muusikat mitmes Zanris, sh kirjutanud siimfoonilist, vokaalsiimfoonilist,
kammer- ja koorimuusikat. Vaimuliku kooriloomingu tahtsaimad teosed on
kantaadid “Lunastus Kristuses” (1955) ja “Jehoova rahvas” (1950). Tahtsal
kohal eesti kirikumuusikakultuuris on ka tema koorilaulud ja -seaded,
soololaulud, 32 koraalieelmangu orelile, neli Koraalieelmangu tsellole
jt. Hugo Lepnurm on kirjutanud ka orelialaseid ja muusikateaduslikke
uurimusi.

Hugo Lepnurm omandas muusikalise hariduse Tallinna konservatooriumis
August Topmani oreliklassis (1928-1934) ning Artur Kapi komposit-
siooniklassis (1932-1935). Oreli erialal tdiendas ta end 1938-1939
Pariisis Ecole Normale de Musique’is organistide Marcel Dupré ja Joseph
Gilles’i juures. Pedagoogitood alustas Lepnurm 1936. aastal Tallinna
konservatooriumis oreli ja solfedZo, hiljem muusikateoreetiliste ainete

ja muusikaajaloo Oppejouna. Aastatel 1941-1944 mobiliseeriti Lepnurm
Noukogude armee toopataljoni Udmurtiasse, seejarel tuli osaleda Eesti
NSV riiklike kunstiansamblite t60s Jaroslavlis. 1945. aastal sai temast
Tallinna konservatooriumi professor.

Aastatel 1950-1958 oli ta sunnitud usulise tegevuse parast pedagoogitdost
korvale jaama. Sel ajal tegutses ta orelikunstniku, Kirikuorganisti, helilooja
ja Eesti Luteri Kiriku Konsistooriumi Kirikumuusika osakonna juhatajana.
Aastast 1958 Kkuni surmani oli ta seotud Eesti Muusikaakadeemiaga
(1978. aastast professor-konsultant, aastast 1994 emeriitprofessor). Hugo
Lepnurme kae all on hariduse omandanud enamik eesti organiste: Helen
Tobias-Duesberg, Rolf Uusvali, Tiit Kiik, Urmas Taniloo, Andres Uibo, Toomas
Trass, Ines Maidre, Kadri Ploompuu, Ene Saluméae, Piret Aidulo, Kristel Aer,
Aare-Paul Lattik ja paljud teised. Tanu tema pidevale organistitegevusele
on sailinud paljud Eesti orelid. Tema algatusel ja innukal osalemisel valmis
plaadisari “Eesti orelid”, téanu millele korrastati palju pille Eesti kirikutes.
Hugo Lepnurm on palvinud Eesti Rahvuskultuuri Fondi ténuauhinna (1994) ja
Eesti Vabariigi kultuuriauhinna (1999). Aastal 2005. asutati Hugo Lepnurme
Muusikathing.

Hugo Lepnurme 100. stinniiaastapdeva puhuks valmis CD, mis on kuuldavaks
jarjeks viis aastat tagasi ilmunud samanimelisele noodiraamatule ning
Uhtlasi esimene CD Tallinna metodisti kiriku 2011. aastal valminud Hugo
Lepnurme malestusorelil.

Piiblitekstidele loodud kantaat “Lunastus Kristuses” on veendunud
usutunnistuse valjendusena oma ajas erakordne teos. See ligi pooletunnine
kompositsioon salvestati esmakordselt 1989-1991 Oleviste Kirikus
kammerkoor Gloria poolt Margo Kolari juhatusel ja ilmus 1994. aastal
CD-l. Kimme aastat tagasi kanti teos ette Estonia Kontserdisaalis
Coro Consonante ja Collegium Consonante esituses. Hugo Lepnurme
Muusikatihingu ja maestro Opilaste eestvottel on kantaat tanavu mitmel
korral kavas lugupeetud organisti, pedagoogi ja helilooja 100. sinni-
aastapaevale puhendatud Uritustel.
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Composer, church musician and pedagogue Hugo Lepnurm is known first
of all as the most notable Estonian organist of the second half of the 20th
century. He has composed music in several genres, including works for
symphony orchestra, works for choir and orchestra, chamber and choral
music. His most important sacral choral works are cantatas Redemption
in Christ (1955) and Jehovah’s People (1950). In the Estonian church
music culture, also his choral songs and arrangements, solo songs, 32
choral preludes for organ and 4 choral preludes for cello and others are
featured. Hugo Lepnurm has written several studies relating to organs and
musicology.

Hugo Lepnurm received his music education from the Tallinn Conservatory
in organ with August Topman (1928-1934) and in composition with Artur
Kapp (1932-1935). He upgraded his skills in organ in 1938-1939 in Paris in
Ecole Normale de Musique with organists Marcel Dupré and Joseph Gilles.
In 1936, Lepnurm started his pedagogical career at the Tallinn Conservatory
as organ and solfeggio teacher, later as music theory and music history
teacher. In 1941-1944, Lepnurm was mobilised to a labor battalion of the
Soviet Army in the rear area, thereafter he participated in the work of the
State Artistic Ensembles of the Estonian SSR in Yaroslavl. In 1945, he was
elected as a professor at the Tallinn State Conservatory. In 1950-1958,
Lepnurm was constrained to give up the pedagogical work since his religious
views and activities were not acceptable by the communistic regime. At this
time he was engaged as organist, composer and the head of the church
music department of the Estonian Evangelical Lutheran Church. Since 1958
up to the end of his life, he was related to the Estonian Academy of Music
(since 1978 professor-consultant, since 1994 professor-emeritus). Many of
Hugo Lepnurm’s students became professional organists: Helen Tobias-
Duesberg, Rolf Uusvali, Tiit Kiik, Urmas Taniloo, Andres Uibo, Toomas
Trass, Ines Maidre, Kadri Ploompuu, Ene Salumae, Piret Aidulo, Kristel Aer,
Aare-Paul Lattik and many others. Due to his constant activity as organist,
many Estonian organs were extant. On the initiative and with the fervent
participation of Hugo Lepnurm the series of records Estonian Organs were
released, and thanks to that, many instuments in Estonian churches were
repaired.
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Hugo Lepnurm received the Award of the Estonian National Culture
Foundation (1994) and has been awarded the Estonian State Cultural Award
(1999). In 2005, the Hugo Lepnurm Music Society was founded.

A CD was released in honour of Hugo Lepnurm’s 100th anniversary, it is an
audible sequel to the music book of the same name which was released five
years ago. This is also the first CD recorded on the Hugo Lepnurm memorial
organ (built in 2011) in the Tallinn Methodist Church.

The cantata Salvation in Christ is based on biblical texts and as a convinced
expression of faith, it is an extraordinary work of its time. This nearly half-
hour composition was recorded for the first time during the years of 1989-
1991 in Tallinn St Olaf’s Church by the Chamber Choir Gloria, conducted by
Margo Kaélar, and the CD was released in 1994. Ten years ago the work was
performed at the Estonia Concert Hall by Coro Consonante and Collegium
Consonante. On the initiative of the Hugo Lepnurm Music Society and the
maestro’s students the cantata is scheduled to be performed several times
during the events dedicated to the 100th anniversary of the honourable
organist, teacher and composer.
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Piret Aidulo lopetas cum laude Tallinna konserva-
tooriumi  muusikadpetaja-koorijuhi  (1987) ja
oreli erialal (Hugo Lepnurm, 1991). Aastal
1998 omandas ta Eesti Muusikaakadeemias
magistrikraadi oreli erialal, juhendajaks prof
Hugo Lepnurm. Alates 1989. aastast on ta
andnud oreli- ja orelimuusika ajaloo tunde
EELK kirikumuusika koolis ning usuteaduse
instituudi Kirikumuusika osakonnas. Aastail
2006-2008 oOpetas ta kirikumuusika aineid
Eesti Muusika- ja Teatriakadeemias. Alates 1989.
aastast on ta Tallinna Kaarli Kiriku, Kus asub ka Eesti
suurim orel (Walcker/1923), peaorganist ja koorijuht. 1996. aastast on Piret
Aidulo EELK Kirikumuusika Liidu juhatuse esimees. Piret Aidulo annab
soolokontserte ja osaleb aktiivselt erinevates kammeransamblites. Ta teeb
pidevalt koostood eesti parimate vokaal- ja instrumentaalsolistide ning
kooridega (Eesti Rahvusmeeskoor, Eesti Filharmoonia Kammerkoor jt) ning
mangib tihti orkestrite koosseisus (ERSO, RO Estonia siimfooniaorkester,
Tallinna Kammerorkester, Parnu Linnaorkester). Ta on Korduvalt
osalenud Tallinna, Parnu ja Jalta orelifestivalidel ning manginud paljudes
salvestusprojektides.

Piret Aidulo graduated from the Tallinn State Conservatory in 1987 cum
laude as a music teacher-conductor and from the Organ Department in
1991 (Prof Hugo Lepnurm). In 1998 she received a master’s degree from the
Estonian Academy of Music Organ Department (with Prof. Hugo Lepnurm).

Since 1989, Aidulo has given organ and organ music history lessons at
the Estonian Evangelical Lutheran Church’ School of Sacred Music and
the Institute of Theology Sacred Music Department. During 2006 -2008
she taught subjects related to sacred music at the Estonian Academy of
Music and Theatre. Since 1989 she is the main organist and choir manager
of the Kaarli Church in Tallinn, where is also the biggest organ in Estonia
(Walcker/1923). Starting from 1996 Piret Aidulo is the Chairwoman of the
Board of the Union of Sacred Music of the EELC. Piret Aidulo gives solo

concerts and participates actively in various chamber ensembles. She is
continuously cooperating with the best choirs (Estonian National Male Choir,
Estonian Philharmonic Chamber Choir, etc.) and vocal and instrumental
soloists in Estonia and often performs with orchestras (Estonian National
Symphony Orchestra, Estonian National Opera Symphony Orchestra, Tallinn
Chamber Orchestra, Parnu City Orchestra). She has repeatedly participated
at organ festivals in Tallinn, Parnu and Yalta and also performed in a number
of recording projects.

Guy Bovet on tuntud Kui mitmekiilgne ja omaparane
muusik, kes on aktiivne paljudes valdkondades. Ta
annab aastas umbes 60 kontserti lile maailma
ning onplaadistanud ile 50 CD, millest enamikul
ongveitsis,Prantsusmaal,Hispaanias, Ladina-
Ameerikas ja ka Jaapanis ajaloolistel pillidel
mangitud teosed. Paljud tema salvestused
on saanud auhindu. Ta on ndutud oreliehituse
ja restaureerimise Kkonsultant nii Euroopas,
Jaapanis, Ameerikas kui ka Filipiinidel. Guy
Bovet on loonud (ile 230 oopuse, sh rohkesti teatri-
ja filmimuusikat. Tema orelimuusikat on valja andnud

sellised kirjastused nagu Oxford University, Schola Cantorum ja Eulenburg.
Muusikateadlasena on ta avaldanud tle 2000 oreliga seotud artikli ning ta
on Sveitsi ajakirja La Tribune de I’Orgue peatoimetaja. Spetsialiseerununa
ladina-ameerika orelimuusikale, hoolitseb Bovet UNESCO ja Sveitsi
Kultuurifondi Pro Helvetica toetusel ajalooliste orelite eest Mehhikos ja
Brasiilias. 20 aasta jooksul on ta andnud Salamanca Ulikoolis kursuseid
hispaania orelimuusika interpretatsioonist. Meistriklasse ja loenguid on ta
labi viinud ka arvukatel festivalidel ja Ulikoolides lile maailma. Guy Bovet
Opetab improvisatsiooni Bologna Martini konservatooriumis, on olnud
oreliprofessor Sveitsis Baseli muusikakdrgkoolis ning 20 aastat organist
Neuchateli Glikooli kirikus. Guy Bovet on Texase osariigi Dallase linna
aukodanik ning Neuchateli Glikooli audoktor. Jaapani valitsus autasustas
teda aktiivse Opetajatoo eest ja 2007. aastal sai ta maineka auhinna
Neuchéateli instituudilt.
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Guy Bovet is appreciated in the musical world as a many-sided, original and
cultivated artist, active in many fields. He is constantly on the road traveling
to all parts of the world where organs are played, and keeps a busy concert
schedule of about 60 recitals per year. His discography of more than 50
records and CD’s includes recordings made mostly on historical instruments
of Switzerland, France, Spain, Latin America and lately also in Japan.

His activities in the preservation of historical instruments are appreciated
all over the world and he has advised organ builders and restorers in Europe,
Japan and both Americas, as well as in the Philippines.

As a composer, he has worked much for theatre and films, but his catalogue
of over 230 opus numbers includes all kinds of music. Much of his organ
music has been published by various companies (Oxford University, Schola
Cantorum, Eulenburg).

A scholar and investigator, he has also published over 2000 various articles
in music journals on matters related to the organ.

He is chief editor of the Swiss organ periodical La Tribune de [’Orgue. A
specialist of Hispanic organ music, he has carried out a survey of historical
organs in Mexico and Brasil, in cooperation with UNESCO and the Swiss
cultural foundation Pro Helvetia. During twenty years, he has taught
courses for interpretation of Spanish organ music at the University of
Salamanca. He is giving numerous masterclasses on this and other subjects
in many festivals, universities and academies all over the world. He has
accepted a teaching assignment for improvisation at the Conservatory G.
B. Martini of Bologna, Italy. He functions as a juror in major international
organ competitions.

Guy Bovet has been Professor of Organ at the Musikhochschule in Basel,
Switzerland, from which he has retired in July 2008, and organist of the
Collegiate Church of Neuchatel from 1988 to 2009. He is honorary citizen
of the City of Dallas, Texas, and doctor honoris causa of the University
of Neuchatel. He has been honoured by the Japanese government for his
activities as a teacher and has been awarded in 2007 the prestigious Prize
of the Institut Neuchatelois.
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Kammerkoor Collegium Musicale tegutseb 2010. aastast, koori dirigent
on Endrik Uksvédrav ja abidirigent Miina Parn. Koori repertuaar ulatub
renessansist kaasaega, olulisel kohal on vanamuusika ja eesti heliloojate
teosed. Koori eesmark on pakkuda professionaalsel tasemel esitusi ning
rikastada Eesti muusikamaastikku. Koor on teinud koostood selliste
dirigentidega nagu Tonu Kaljuste, Simon Carrington (Suurbritannia), Jos
van Veldhoven (Holland), Mihhail Gerts. Koor on osalenud edukalt mitmel
rahvusvahelisel konkursil: 2011. aastal voideti Itaalias Gorizias viis esikohta
ja grand prix ning Itaaliast Arezzost naasti Il kohaga grand prix’ voorus ja
kahe kategooria voiduga. Aastal 2012 osales koor edukalt Soomes IV rah-
vusvahelisel Harald Anderseni kammerkooride konkursil, kus jouti finaali.
Samal aastal valmis Koori esikplaat “Peegel peeglis”, kus kolab Arvo Pardi
ja Part Uusbergi looming. 2013. aastasse jaab Roxanna Panufniku “Tallinna
missa. Elutants” salvestamine tunnustatud plaadifirmale Warner Classics.
Suvel toimus kolm kontsertreisi: Karjala pealinna Petroskoisse, Itaaliasse
ja Saksamaal osaleti korvuti teiste Eesti tippkollektiividega Schleswig-
Holsteini muusikafestivalil. Suurimaks ettevotmiseks 2013. aastal oli Veljo
Tormise tsukli “Unustatud rahvad” taispikkuses esmaettekanne Eestis.
Tanavu laulab Collegium Musicale Uheksal festivalil Eestis, sh Puhalepa
muusikafestivalil tuleb esiettekandele Erkki-Sven Tiiuri verivarske kooriteos
“Missabrevis”. Sama teose Jaapani esiettekanne toimub Collegium Musicale
esituses oktoobris toimuval Karuizawa rahvusvahelisel koorifestivalil.
Eesti Koorilihing tunnustas 2011. aastal kammerkoori Collegium Musicale
aasta Koori tiitliga ja dirigent Endrik Uksvérav pélvis aasta noore dirigendi
tiitli. CD “Peegel peeglis” pélvis tunnustuse Kui aasta kooriplaat 2012.

Chamber Choir Collegium Musicale was established in 2010. The choir
is conducted by Endrik Uksvérav with Miina Parn as assistant conductor.
The choir’s repertoire ranges from renaissance to nowadays, also early
music and works from Estonian composers have an important place in their
repertoire. The choir aims to provide professional performance and to enrich
the Estonian music scene. The choir has cooperated with such conductors
as Tonu Kaljuste, Simon Carrington (UK), Jos van Veldhoven (Netherlands)
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and Mihhail Gerts. The choir has successfully participated at several
international competitions. In 2011, they won five first prizes and the Grand
Prix in Gorizia, Italy and from Arezzo, Italy, they returned with second prize
and two category awards. In 2012, the choir participated successfully at
the IV International Harald Andersen Chamber Choir Competition in Finland,
where they reached to the finals. The choir’s debut album Mirror in Mirror
with works from Arvo Part and Part Uusberg was also released in 2012. In
2013 they recorded Roxanna Panufnik’s (UK) Dance of Life: Tallinn Mass for
Warner Classics. The choir had three concert tours during the summer: to
Petrozavodsk, the capital of Karelia, to Italy and in Germany they performed
at the Schleswig-Holstein Music Festival alongside with other Estonian top
ensembles. Their greatest undertaking in 2013 was the premiére of Veljo
Tormis’ cycle Forgotten Peoples in full length in Estonia. This year the
Collegium Musicale performs at nine festivals in Estonia, including Pihalepa
Music Festival where they premiére Erkki-Sven Tilr’s brand new choral work
Missa Brevis. The Japanese premiere of the same work will be performed by
CollegiumMusicale in October at the Karuizawa International Choral Festival.
Estonian Choral Society awarded the chamber choir Collegium Musicale
with the Choir of the Year 2011 title and the conductor Endrik Uksvérav
received the title of Young Conductor of the Year 2011, the choir’s CD Mirror
in Mirror was recognized as the Choral Record of the Year 2012. Additional

Hans Davidsson on Taani Kuningliku Muusika-
akadeemia oreliprofessor. Aastail 2001-2012
tegutses ta  oreliprofessorina  Eastmani
muusikakoolis ja  1987-2005 Goteborg’i
Ulikooli juures asuvas muusikakoolis. Aastail
1994-2009 oli ta Goteborg'i rahvusvahelise
oreliakadeemia (GIOA) Kunstiline direktor
ning ta asutas Goteborg'i orelikunsti keskuse
(GOArt). 2007. aastal nimetati Hans Davidsson
oreliprofessoriks Bremeni kunstide kdrgkoolis, kus
ta on ka Arp Schnitgeri nimelise oreli- ja oreliehituse
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instituudi direktor. Ta esineb mainekatel festivalidel ja dpetab Ulikoolides
koikjal maailmas. Hans Davidsson on teinud arvukalt plaadistusi; asja
ilmusid tema esituses Kaik Dietrich Buxtehude oreliteosed (Loft).

Hans Davidsson is professor of organ at the Royal Academy of Music in
Copenhagen. 2001-2012, he served as professor of organ at the Eastman
School of Music and Project Director of the Eastman-Rochester Organ
Initiative in Rochester, NY, USA. 1987-2005, he served as professor of
organ at the School of Music at Goteborg University, 1994-2009 as the
Artistic Director of the Goteborg International Organ Academy (GIOA),
and he was the founder of Goteborg Organ Art Center (GOArt). In 2007, he
was appointed professor of organ at the Hochschule fiir Kiinste Bremen
in Germany where he is also the director of the Arp Schnitger Institute of
Organ and Organ Building. He performs and teaches at major festivals and
academies throughout the world. He has made many recordings, including
most recently the complete works of Dietrich Buxtehude on the Loft label.

Peter van Dijk on oppinud orelit, klavessiini,

Kirikumuusikat ja muusikateadust Utrechtis
ja Amsterdamis. Ta tegutseb nii kodus
kui ka voorsil orelisolisti, pedagoogi,
Zuriiliikme,  ajakirjaniku, orelikonsultandi,
plaadiprodutsendi ja lektorina. Ta on teinud
raadiosaadete  sarja  muusikaretoorikast
ning Madalmaade, Bo6omimaa, Alsace’i,
Mecklenburg-Vorpommerni, ltaalia ja Austria
ajaloolistest orelitest. Ta on kirjutanud artikleid
ning raamatuid orelimangu interpretatsioonist
ning oreliehitusest ja -ajaloost. Peter van Dijk on teinud

hulgaliselt raadio- ja plaadisalvestusi paljudes Euroopa riikides. 2003.
aastal sai ta toimetaja ja organistina Edisoni plaadiauhinna koigi Jan
Pieterszoon Sweelincki klahvpilliteoste lindistamise eest. Peter van Dijk on
Hollandi orelikonsultantide Ghingu president ja kaasasutaja. 2011. aastal
parjati teda Utrechti linna medaliga.
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Peter van Dijk has studied organ, harpsichord, church music and musicology
in Utrecht and Amsterdam. He is a regular guest at home and abroad as a
recital organist, teacher, jury member, publicist, organ consultant, recording
producer and lecturer. He has produced radio series on musical rhetorics
and on historic organs in The Netherlands, Bohemia, Alsace, Mecklenburg-
Vorpommern, Italy and Austria. He has written many articles and several
books on subjects relating to organ building, organ history and performance
practice. Peter van Dijk has recorded frequently for radio, LP and CD in
several european countries. The CD-production of the complete keyboard
works of Jan Pieterszoon Sweelinck, which he produced and to which he
contributed as an organist, received in 2003 an Edison award. Peter van Dijk
is co-founder as well as president of the dutch society of organ consultants
(CvON), member of the board and coach of the national training of organ
advisors and he cooperates as an organ advisor with the dutch organ
committee of the protestant Church (COZ) and the national department of
monuments (RCE). In 2011 he was awarded the Utrecht City Medal.

Bernhard Haas on dppinud orelit, klaverit, klavessiini,
kirikumuusikat, kompositsiooni ja muusikateooriat
Kolni, Freiburgi ja Viini muusikakadrgkoolides,
orelidpetajateks Ludger Lohmann, Peter
Neumann, Michael Schneider, Zsigmond
Szathmary, Jean Guillou ja Xavier Darasse. Ta
on palvinud arvukalt preemiaid rahvusvahelistel
orelikonkurssidel, sh esikoha Liszti-konkursil
Budapestis (1988). Kontserdireisid on viinud teda
koikidesse Euroopa riikidesse, USAsse, Jaapanisse
ja Koreasse. Aastail 1989-1995 opetas Haas orelit ja
improvisatsiooni Saarbrickeni Muusikakorgkoolis. 2004.
aastast tootab ta oreliprofessorina Stuttgardi muusikatilikoolis ning alates
2013. aastast Mincheni muusika- ja teatrikdrgkoolis. Ta annab meelsasti
ka meistrikursuseid ning teda kutsutakse sageli osalema rahvusvaheliste
orelikonkursside Ziiriis.
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Bernard Haasi repertuaar ulatub Sweelinckist tanapaeva muusikani.
Eriline kaal on tema mangukavades Bachi teostel ning 17. ja 19. sajandi
saksa muusikal. Tahelepanu on palvinud Haasi oreliseaded (Mozart, Liszt,
Bruckner, Schonberg, Holliger). Tema helisalvestistele on jaadvustatud
teosed autoritelt nagu Liszt, Reger, Stravinski, Xenakis ja Ferneyhough.
Haasi esinemisi on lle kandnud ka mitmed Euroopa raadiojaamad.
Publikatsioonid: “Die neue Tonalitdt von Schubert bis Webern. Héren und
Analysieren nach Albert Simon” (Wilhelmshaven 2004), “Die zweistimmigen
Inventionen von J. S. Bach” (Hildesheim 2008). Tema sulest on ilmunud Ka
mitmeid artikleid erialastes ajakirjades ning konverentside ettekandeid.

Bernhard Haas has studied organ, piano, harpsichord, church music,
composition and music theory at music universities in Cologne, Freiburg
and Vienna, with organ teachers such as Ludger Lohmann, Peter Neumann,
Michael Schneider, Zsigmond Szathmary, Jean Guillou and Xavier Darasse.
He has received numerous awards at international organ competitions,
including the first prize of the Liszt Competition in Budapest (1988). Concert
tours have taken him to USA, Japan, Korea and all European countries.
During the years of 1989-1995, Haas taught organ and improvisation at the
Saarbriicken Music Academy. Since 2004, he works as an organ professor at
the State University of Music and the Performing Arts Stuttgart and since
2013 also at the Munich College of Music and Theatre. He is always happy
to give masters courses and he is often invited to participate in the jury of
international organ competitions.

His repertoire ranges from Sweelinck to contemporary music. Bach’s
works and the 17th and 19th centuries German music have a special place
in his programs. Haas’ arrangements for organ (Mozart, Liszt, Bruckner,
Schonberg, Holliger) have attracted great attention. He has recorded works
from authors such as Liszt, Reger, Stravinsky, Xenakis and Ferneyhough.
Haas' performances have been transmitted at several European radio
stations.

Publications: Die neue Tonalitdt von Schubert bis Webern. Horen und
Analysieren nach Albert Simon (The New Tonality from Schubert to
Webern. Listening and Analysing by Albert Simon. Wilhelmshaven 2004),
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Die zweistimmigen Inventionen von J. S. Bach (The Two-part Inventions
of J. S. Bach. Hildesheim 2008). He has also published several articles in
professional journals and conference presentations.

Hortus Musicus andis oma esimese Kontserdi aastal 1972. Ansambel
asutati toonase Tallinna Riikliku Konservatooriumi viiulililidpilase Andres
Mustoneni eestvedamisel ja on seega omal alal vanim katkematult tanini
tegutsev ansambel Ida-Euroopas ja Uks vaheseid nii pikaealisi terves
maailmas.

Slndinud noukogude-aegse isolatsiooni tingimustes, leidis grupp
entusiaste oma nooruslikud energiad Uhendades ja vaid minimaalselt
valjastpoolt tulevat abi kasutades (kuivord seda lihtsalt eriti polnud
votta) Hortus Musicuse oma tee ja ndo. Keskne roll ideede generaatorina
oli siinjuures Andres Mustonenil. Tema leppimatus kehtiva reZiimi
nagu ka muusikas valjakujunenud Kivinenud arusaamadega tdukas
grupi avastusretkele senitundmatu Bachi-eelse muusika maailma.
Hortuse musitseerimist iseloomustab ennekdike stambivaba ja
loominguline suhtumine meist ajaliselt, ent mitte sisuliselt kaugesse
muusikasse. Sattumatakiill otsesesse vastuollu “autentse” voi “ajalooliselt
informeeritud” musitseerimislaadiga, ei ole Hortus seda kunagi pidanud
eesmargiks omaette. Seetdttu kolavad Hortuse kontserdid ja salvestused
varskelt, arusaadavalt ja jouliselt — see on tanapdeva inimeste elav
muusika.

Juba enam kui 30 aasta jooksul on Hortus uurinud ja esitanud oma
programmides Euroopa 8.-20. sajandi muusikat: gregooriuse Koraalid,
organumid, keskaegsed liturgilised draamad, himnid ja motetid, franko-
flaami koolkond, Itaalia trecento-meistrid, 16. saj range polifoonia,
prantsuse Sansoonid, itaalia madrigalid, frottola’d ja villanella’d, suur
hulk slite renessansiaegsetest tantsudes ule Euroopa, varajased 17.-18.
sajandi sonaadid ja vaimulikud suurvormid, 20. sajandi heliloojate (sageli
spetsiaalselt Hortusele loodud) muusika.
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Hortus Musicus was founded on the initiative of the Tallinn Conservatoire’s
(now Estonian Academy of Music and Theatre) violin student Andres
Mustonen, gave their first concert in 1972 and is the oldest continuously
active group in this field in Eastern Europe and one of the oldest in the
world. In the conditions of Soviet isolation these enthusiasts joined their
forces, and getting very little if any outside help, found their own way.
The central role belonged to the idea generator Andres Mustonen and his
discontent with the regime and stereotypes, which led them research the
little-known music world of pre-Bach period. Hortus Musicus’ musicianship
is cliché-free and creative. They do not exactly strive for discord with the
so-called authentic or historically informed interpretation, but it has never
been their aim to avoid it either. Therefore Hortus’ concerts and recordings
sound fresh, clear and powerful — as living music of a modern man.
Over almost 30 years, Hortus have studied and performed European music
from VIl to XX centuries, from Gregorian chant, organums, medieval liturgical
dramas, hymns and motets, Franco-Flamish school, Italian trecento
masters, XVI century strict polyphony, French chansons, Italian madrigals,
frotollas and villanellas, numerous suites of renaissance dances from all
over Europe, early sonatas and sacred major works from XVII-XVIII cc. to XX
century music (often pieces written especially for Hortus Musicus).

He has been working also as a teacher of Music Theory at The Institute of
Theology of the Estonian Evangelical Lutheran Church and at Tallinn Music
High School. From autumn 2011 Indermitte has been working as a chorister
and soloist at Estonian National Male Choir.

He has been singing as a soloist in concerts and worship services in
many churches in Estonia and in Scotland.

He has participated in international organ music festivals in Estonia,
Belgium, Denmark, Germany, Italy, Sweden etc. He has also cooperated with
numeorus musicians. From 1980 to 1985, he worked on the Monument Board
at the Latvian Ministry of Culture helping to take the churches of Latvia
under protection. He is a concert organist at the Riga Dome Cathedral, the
organist of the New St. Gertrude Church and for the Riga Dome Boys’ Choir.
His music has repeatedly won awards at competitions.

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Suure-Jaani (Estonia). Denis Kasparovitch took part in Tallinn International
Organ Festival in years 2009-2011.

Denis Kasparovitch is a producer of Tallinn Bach Music Festival. Starting
from 2010, Denis Kasparovitch is a CEO of Ars Musica Estonica concert
agency.

Hoolimata luhikesest tegutsemisajast on Klaasparlimdng Sinfonietta
oma emotsionaalse musitseerimisega liigutanud kuulajate stidameid
ning ergutanud meeli nii Eestis kui valismaal. Orkestri hooajad on olnud
silmapaistvad eesti orkestrimuusika ajaloos tahelepanuvaarsete
slindmuste poolest. Nii toimusid Andres Mustoneni juhatusel aastal 2011
lisaks kontserdireisidele Sveitsis, Austrias ja Itaalias kontserdid esimese
Eesti orkestrina maailma mainekamatel lavadel, milleks olid Kaunite
Kunstide Palee (Bozar) Henry Le Boeufi saal Brisselis ja Concertgebouw
suur saal Amsterdamis.

Aastal 2012 kais Klaasparlimang Sinfonietta Kkontserdireisil Louna-
Ameerika neljas riigis: Brasiilias, Argentiinas, TSiilis ja Uruguais; ning
tegi debulidi Soomes, osaledes litti Muusikapidustustel. Aasta 2013 viis
Klaasparlimang Sinfonietta lisaks arvukatele kontsertidele kodumaal, mille
hulgas olid ka esinemised rahvusvahelistel festivalidel MustonenFest,
Bachi uusaastafestival, Tallinna orelifestival, festival Klaasparlimang, ka
Kolni ning Peterburi filharmooniate suurtesse saalidesse ning festivalidele
Internazionale Pianistico di Brescia e Bergamo, Emilia Romagna ja En
attendant Rossini Itaalias, Oleg Kagan Musikfest Kreuth am Tegernsee
Saksamaal ja Artissimo! Latis. Aastal 2014 oli orkestril esmaesinemine

ja teatrikoolis ja Dusseldorfis Robert Schumanni nimelises kérgkoolis. Tiiu
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Peaske, Yfrah Neaman ja Roza Faini juures ning osalenud Igor Bezrodny,
Michaela Martini ja Dmitry Sitkovetsky meistrikursustel. Lisaks tihedale
esinemisgraafikule solisti ja kammermuusikuna on Sigrid Kuulmann ka
Eesti Muusika- ja Teatriakadeemia oppejoud.

Glasperlenspiel Sinfonietta, until July 2012 Tallinn Sinfonietta, is the
fresh face of Estonian orchestral music. The Glasperlenspiel Sinfonietta’s
unique artistic style encompasses not only the masterworks of the
classical repertoire, but innovative cross-art form projects and a vigorous
commissioning program. The orchestra’s repertoire spanning many centuries,
entwines old music with new, from Bach to Tiitr, from Corelli to Piazzolla.
Glasperlenspiel Sinfonietta’s birth depends on the ideas of Artistic Director,
Andres Mustonen and his long-standing willingness to embrace the music
with high emotional label, to give the audience unforgettable memories
they are never expected to get from classical music concert.

During last years Glasperlenspiel Sinfonietta performed in Switzerland
and Austria, in Italy and Finland, in Germany and Belgium and also took
part at international music festivals as Ars Musica in Brussels, Festival
Internazionale Pianistico di Brescia e Bergamo, Mittelfest and Emilia
Romagnain Italy, litti Music Festival in Finland and Oleg Kagan International
Music Festival in Germany.

Glasperlenspiel Sinfonietta has played on many prestigious stages in
Europe, Palais des Beaux-Arts in Brussels, Amsterdam’s Concertgebouw ,
Grand Hall of Saint Petersburg Philharmonia and Cologne Philharmonic Hall
among them, getting high acclaim for each concert.

Glasperlenspiel Sinfonietta performs often also as small string ensemble
which made its debute on 2012 in South America.

Currently Sigrid Kuulmann is professor of Estonian
Academy of Music and Theatre.
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Her busy concert schedule as virtuoso soloist, excellent ensemble player and
orchestral musician has taken her to many countries all over the world.

Kontserte on toimunud Soomes, Rootsis, Austrias, Latis. Praegu tootab
Ulla Eesti Muusikaakadeemias lektorina ning Tallinna Soome Plha Peetruse
koguduse organistina. Ulla Krigul toob igal aastal valja Uks-kaks uut
soolokava. Tema repertuaaris on suhteliselt vordselt esindatud nii vanem
kui ka uuem orelimuusika. Praegustes kavades on siiski ka kullalt palju
oreliklassikat ning pltdlemist orelirepertuaari laiendamise poole, vottes
kavva orelitransKriptsioone vGi vajadusel ise seades (Schuberti simfoonia
h-moll, SKrjabini preltiiid cis-moll, Rahmaninovi “Vesper”).

Musitseerimine koos sobiva partneriga, olgu see siis koor, ansambel voi
orkester, on palju r6omu toov vaheldus ning tasakaalustaja suhteliselt
Uksildase organistiameti korval, nii esitab ta sageli tanapdeva eesti
heliloojate orelit sisaldavaid teoseid. Viimase aja lemmikuks on saanud
Galina Grigorjeva ja Tonu Korvitsa looming. Korvitsa orelikammerteoste
plaadistamisega on ka algust tehtud.

Koige meeldejadvamad muusikalised hetked on olnud saksofonist Virgo
Veldi, saksofonikvartett SaxEsti ning metsosopran Iris Ojaga. Vaga avardav
oli ka kogemus ansambliga Jaa-aar, kellega ilmus 2012. aastal CD “Jaa-
Orel” ning sama aasta suvel tuuritati mooda Eestit, orelit asendamas vaike
harmoonium.
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Ulla Krigul is one of the most active and outstanding organists among
the younger generation organists in Estonia. She has graduated from the
Estonian Music High School specializing in piano (teachers M Jirisson, | Ilja)
and in 2006 took her Master’s at the Estonian Academy of Music, supervised
by Prof Andres Uibo. At the period of 2004-06 she studied at Universitat
fur Musik und Darstellende Kunst in Vienna with Martin Haselbock. From
various masterclasses she would like to bring out courses by Guy Bovet
and Wolfgang Zerer. She has participated in competitions “Con Brio” in
Tallinn 2002 and in Mikael Tariveriev's competition in Kaliningrad 2005.
She has performed also in Finland, Sweden, Austria, Latvia. Currently she
is teaching organ in Estonian Academy of Music and organist of the Tallinn
Finnisch congregation.

She performs regularly 1-2 solo programs per year. In the programs we can
find both older and modern organ music, she also likes to transkribe other
works to organ (Schubert’s h-minor Symphony, Rachmaninov’s Vesper).
She also performs often estonian composers premiers for organ and other
instruments (for example works by Tonu Karvits, Galina Grigorjeva). Ulla
enjoys much performing with compatible partner, either choir or ensemble
or orchestra - which brings a lot of joy next to the quite lonely church
organists positsion. Almost every year there is a prgram with saxophonist
Virgo Veldi. 2010-2012 she was performing with very popular ensemble in
Estonia - Jaa-aar, both with organ and harmonium, this project was also
recorded on CD.

Saksamaal, Inglismaal, Kanadas ja USAs. Tiit Kiik on ka sage esineja
festivali “Helisevad Saaremaa orelid”. Lisaks on Kiik teinud salvestusi Eesti
Rahvusringhaalingu fondi, sh koos Kalle Kauksiga, ning osalenud mitmete
CD-de salvestustel. Koos Toomas Maevaljaga on ta aidanud renoveerida
hinnalisi oreleid maal ja linnas. Tiit Kiik on Eesti orelisoprade Uhingu
asutajaliige (1999). Aastal 1999 palvis Tiit Kiik Peeter Siida preemia ning
aastal 2008 Hugo Lepnurme nimelise preemia.

As a student Tiit Kiik already participated
at large-scale performances by Neeme Jarvi’s conducting. Since 1984 Kiik
has given recitals at churches in Estonia and Scandinavia, as an ensemblist
Kiik has performed in Germany, England, Canada and USA. Tiit Kiik often
performs at St. Nicholas’ Church in Tallinn and has given recitals at festival
“The Sonorous Sounds of the Organs of Saaremaa”.

After her
postgraduate studies with Daniel RothinParis, she has performed throughout
Europe, appearing at cathedrals like Notre-Dame, St Sulpice and Madeleine
in Paris, Westminster Abbey in London and at numerous prestigious
international festivals in Holland, Belgium, Germany, Luxembourg, Denmark,
Sweden, Norway, Finland, Latvia and Estonia. She has also been on several
concert tours in the USA and Latin America.

Besides her performing career she has been teaching the organ at the
Estonian Music Academy and is now an associate professor of organ at the
Grieg Academy, University of Bergen, Norway. Her scholarly activities also
include giving masterclasses and writing a book about the life and works of
the eminent Estonian organ composer Peeter Suda.

Ines Maidre’s virtuosity and passionate musicianship, combined with
exquisite stylistic taste and outstanding art of registration, have always
been emphasized by the critics. An excellent interpreter of early keyboard
music as well as a virtuoso performer of romantic and contemporary
repertoire, Ines Maidre has released several CDs with a great variety of
organ music (CDs “Bells in the Organ”, “Cantus nordicus”, “Hommage a
la Cathedrale”, “Revived in Tango”, Organ works by Rudolf Tobias, Peeter
Sida, and Anti Marguste.

Pille Metsson on lopetanud Georg Otsa nimelise Tallinna Muusikakooli
Heinrich Annioni akordioniklassi ning omandanud magistrikraadi prof
Andres Uibo oreliklassis Eesti Muusika- ja Teatriakadeemias. Praegu toctab
ta Keila Muusikakoolis opetajana ning Keila kirikus organist-koorijuhina.
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Pille Metsson on Kontserte andnud nii Eestis kui ka valismaal, teinud
koostood Eesti Kontserdiga. osalenud M. Schonheiti, B. Haasi, P. van Djiki ja
D. Timmi meistrikursustel. 2011. aastal pélvis ta aasta kirikumuusiku tiitli
ja 2013. aastal premeeris Keila linnavalitsus teda aasta kultuuripreemiaga
professionaalse muusikaelu edendamise eest Keila linnas.

Annion, and received her master’s degree in the
Estonian Academy of Music and Theatre, the
organ class of Prof. Andres Uibo. Currently she
works as a teacher at the Keila Music School
and as an organist-choral conductor at the Keila
Church. She has given concerts both in Estonia
and abroad, cooperated with Eesti Kontsert and
participated the master classes of M. Schonheit, B.

Haas, P. van Djik and D. Timm. In 2011 she was awarded

the Church Musician of the Year title and in 2013 she received the

cultural award from the city of Keila for promoting the professional musical

scene in Keila. In June, 2011 was released Marika Pabbo’s (soprano) and

Pille Metsson’s CD Berceuse, which was recorded on the historic organ of
Keila Church.

Edouard Oganessian graduated from the Tchaikovsky Conservatoire in
Moscow, classes of Mikhail Voskressensky (piano) and Leonide Roysman
(organ). He has studied with Leo Krémer, Hans Haselbock, José Uriol and
Luigi Celeguin. He is a prize-winner of the Franz Liszt organ competition in
Budapest, and has participated in international organ festivals in Moscow,
Tallinn, Budapest, Prague, Bratislava, Dublin, Speyer and Jerusalem. He
has also made many recordings for the various broadcasting and television
stations of the former Soviet Union and of Eastern European countries. He
performs regularly in prestigious concert halls, giving both recitals and
concerts with the national orchestras of Russia, Belarus, Lithuania and
Latvia.n 1997 he recorded with his friend Alexandre Kniazev the four sonatas
for cello and piano by Max Reger, to much high critical acclaim. Recent
concerts have taken him to the Netherlands (Amsterdam and Kampento
Paris, Lyon, Strasbourg, Riga, Tallinn, where he opened the nineteenth
international organ festival with the Liturgy by Alexander Gretchaninov and
directed the performance course in the Estonian Academy of Music on the
new Baroque instrument by the organ-builder Martin ter Haseborg.

Maris Oidekivi-Kaufmann studied organ at the Estonian Academy of
Music with Hugo Lepnurm, Toomas Trass and Andres Uibo.

In 1999-2003 she continued her singing studies at
the Estonian Academy of Music with Professor Taru Valjakka and Professor
Ivo Kuusk, later she obtained there her Master’s degree in chamber singing
clas by Kuusk. She has participated in the masterclasses of Ellen Hargis,
Rudolf Piernay an Roger Vignoles.

2000-2011 Iris was the leading alto soloist of the Estonian Philharmonic
Chamber Choir. Since 2002, Oja belongs to the contemporary music ensemble
Resonablis. Iris Oja is currently a freelance singer and collaborates with
ensembles like Theatre of Voices and Ars Nova, also with choirs like Estonian
Philharmonic Chamber Choir and the Coro Casa da Musica in Porto.

Oja has performed solo parts in numerous vocal-symphonic works and as a
soloist, Ojahas performed with Tallinn Chamber Orchestra, Estonian National
Symphony Orchestra, Moscow Chamber Orchestra, Concerto Copenhagen,
The Israel Camerata Jerusalem and collaborated with conductors such as
Nikolai Aleksejev, Juri Alperten, Frieder Bernius, Roland Baer, Olari Elts,
Paul Hillier, Risto Joost, Neeme Jarvi, Tonu Kaljuste, Kaspars Putnins,
Daniel Reuss, Arvo Volmer and others.

Arete Teemets studied singing at the Estonian Music Academy with docent
Nadia Kurem in 2004-2009 and at the Conservatorio di Musica Santa Cecilia
with maestra Rebecca Berg in 2009-2012 where she finished her Master’s
studies with maximum grade. She studied at Rebecca Berg’s singing class
under the Erasmus programme also during the academic year of 2007/2008.
In 2010 Arete Teemets received first prize at the Santa Chiara Classical
Singing Competition in the category of sacred classical music, winning the
Chori Praefecti award. She has also received third prize from the International
Opera Singers Competition 2011 in Spoleto (Concorso Comunita’ Europea).
In same year, she was awarded with the prize of Premio Via Vittoria which
is given to the best singer of Conservatorio di Musica Santa Cecilia. In 2014,
Arete Teemets won 1st prize at Concours Flame in Paris. In Estonia, she has
been awardedYoung Musician award of Marje and Kuldar Sink in 2010.

Arete Teemets has participated in the master classes of Gabriella Tucci,

Since 1993 Trass works as a teacher (from 2006 as a docent) of organ, music
theory, history of organ music and improvisation at the EAMT and Tallinn
University. Trass has performed on organ both as a soloist improvisator and
ensemble musician in several European countries and in Russia.

He has achieved international acclaim also as a composer, e.g. his animated
opera “Smoked sprat baking in the sun” was awarded a diploma by the
jury of the Clermont-Ferrand Short Film Festival (France, 1993) and the
premiere of his “Ohio Mass” and Concerto was held at Ada, Ohio (the U.S.)
in March 1999. Toomas Trass has received the Heino Eller Young Composer
Award (1998).

Main works: animated opera “Smoked Sprat Baking in the Sun” (dir. Mati
Kutt, Tallinnfilm, 1992), “Passion of St. Luke” for soloists, mixed choir and
symphony orchestra (1997), documentary opera “Peter!” (2002).

Jaroslav Tdma on siindinud 1956. aastal Prahas. Oppides Praha
konservatooriumis ja esituskunstide akadeemias (prof Milan Slechta ja prof
Zuzana RGzZickova), tegi ta oma nime tuntuks mitmetel rahvusvahelistel
konkurssidel.

Milan Slechta and Prof. Zuzana RGZickova). He won first prizes in organ
improvisation competitions in Nuremberg in 1980 and in the Dutch city of
Haarlem in 1986. He is also the laureate of a number of organ interpretation
competitions, 1978 Linz, 1979 the Prague Spring competition and 1980 the
Leipzig Bach competition. Jaroslav Tlima has given concerts all over Europe,
in U.S., Canada, Japan, Mongolia, South Africa, and Singapore.

From 1990 to 1993 he performed complete organ works of Johann Sebastian
Bach and was awarded a year’s prize of the Czech Music Foundation. Tlima
is very keen on historic organs: he presents the most famous instruments
since the Renaissance to the beginning of the 20" century, recorded in the
series of “Historic Organs in Bohemia” by Supraphon.

He has also many recordings on cembalo, clavichord (Das wohltemperierte
Clavier1 R Il, Goldberg Variations by Johann Sebastian Bach) and pianoforte
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(works by Antonin Rejcha, Vaclav Jan Tomasek, Joseph Haydn, Jan Ladislav
Dusik etc.). Since 1990 Jaroslav Tlma teaches at the Academy of Performing
Arts in Prague.

Andres Uibo graduated from the Tallinn Conservatoire (now Estonian
Academy of Music and Theatre) in 1981 with the diploma of organist,
conductor and music teacher. He studied organ with Professor Hugo Lepnurm
and conducting with Professor Lembit Verlin. In 1992-1994 he improved his
skills at the Lubeck Music Academy with Professor Hans Gebhard, having
won a scholarship from the City of Libeck. Since 1980 he has given regular
organ recitals in Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania, in almost all the organ cities
of the former Soviet Union, also in Europe countries, Israel and Japan.

Tallinn Organ Festivals have taken place regularly since 1987 on the
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initiative and under the management of Andres Uibo. He is also the artistic
director of Suure-Jaani Music Festival. Uibo has undertaken a great task of
introducing Estonian music abroad. His book “Estonian Organs” has earned
a lot of acclaim.

His compositsions have been performed in important festivals in Europe,
Russia, US, Japan, Australia and Israel. He has received many prizes,
including the Culture Award of the Republic of Estonia. At present Andres
Uibo is a concert-organist at the St. Nicholas Church in Tallinn. Since 1994,
Andres Uibo teaches (since 2005 as a Professor) at the Estonian Academy
of Music and Theatre.
