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Maailma Turismiorganisatsiooni (UNWTO) esialgsetel andmetel tehti 2006. aastal kogu
maailmas 842 miljonit 66bimisega valisreisi — 36 miljonit ehk 4,5% rohkem kui aasta varem.
Turismi tugev kasvutrend kolmandat aastat jarjest tuleneb eelkbige maailmamajanduse
heast olukorrast. Tulemused on head nii arenenud riikides kui ka arenevates ja tlemineku-
riikides. Turismi kasvu on positiivselt mdjutanud ka see, et reisijad on terrorismi, haiguste ja
muude ohtudega maailma eri piirkondades jarjest rohkem harjunud ja pddravad neile
reisiplaane tehes Uha vahem téhelepanu. Tanu odavlennuliinide vérgu arengule on kituse-
hindade tdusust hoolimata jatkunud lennureisijate arvu kasv.

Aastaks 2007 ei too UNWTO turismieksperdid valja olulisi negatiivseid vdi positiivseid
maailma turismi mojutavaid tegureid. Seetbttu prognoositakse praeguse kasvutrendi
jatkumist, kuigi veidi aeglasemas tempos kui 2006. aastal. UNWTO prognoosi jargi kasvab
O06bimisega valisreiside arv kogu maailmas 2007. aastal 4%. Turismi kasvule aitab kaasa
elanikkonna jéukuse kiire kasv riikides, kus valisreiside arv elaniku kohta on seni olnud tsna
tagasihoidlik — eelkdige Venemaal, Hiinas ja Indias. 2007. aastal kasvab reisimine Euroopa
riikidesse UNWTO prognoosi jargi 3% ehk veidi aeglasemalt kui 2006. aastal.

Euroopa riikidesse tehti 2006. aastal 458 miljonit 66bimisega vélisreisi. Odbimisega reiside
arv kasvas esialgsetel andmetel 3,9% ehk 17 miljoni reisi vorra. Piirkondadest olid kdige
paremad tulemused Pdhja-Euroopal, kuhu saabus 6,6% rohkem turiste kui 2005. aastal.
Soomes ja lirimaal kasvas turistide arv 11% ja Suurbritannias 7%. Need on vaga head
tulemused, arvestades, et juba kahel eelmisel aastal kasvas reisimine Pdhja-Euroopasse
markimisvaarselt. Ka Euroopa tdhtsaimates turismipiirkondades Louna- ja Laane-Euroopas
olid tulemused Euroopa keskmisest paremad. Léuna-Euroopas oli kasv veidi aeglasem kui
selle piirkonna jaoks rekordilisel 2005. aastal. Kiprost ja Tirgit kilastanud turistide arv
vahenes, samas aga kasvas markimisvaarselt reisimine Itaaliasse, Hispaaniasse ja
Portugali. Laane-Euroopasse tehtud reiside arv suurenes kahel eelmisel aastal Euroopa
keskmisest aeglasemalt. 2006. aastal kasvas 0OObimisega reiside arv Laane-Euroopa
riikidesse esialgsetel andmetel 4,3%. Parimad tulemused selles piirkonnas olid Saksamaal
(jalgpalli MM), Hollandis (Rembrandti 400. stnniaastapaeva tahistamisega seotud Uritused
ja kampaaniad) ja Sveitsis (kasvas eelkdige linnaturism).

Euroopa regioonidest olid kéige ndrgemad tulemused Kesk- ja Ida-Euroopas. Esialgsetel
andmetel kasvas turistide arv selles piirkonnas protsendi vdrra. Markimisvaarselt kasvas
saabumiste arv Latti ja Slovakkiasse ning tulemused olid head ka Leedus ja Bulgaarias.

Eesti naaberriikidest kasvas nii Soomes kui ka Latis turistide arv 2006. aastal tunduvalt
kiiremini kui Eestis. Soomes on see seotud eelkdige Venemaa turistide arvu markimisvaarse
kasvuga, mis tuleneb Venemaa elanikkonna sissetulekute suurenemisest. Lati head
tulemused on paljuski seletatavad odavlennuliinide avamisega mitmest linnast, mis on seni
suhteliselt vaikest valisturistide arvu neist riikidest oluliselt kasvatanud (Suurbritannia,
Rootsi, Norra).

EAS Turismiarenduskeskuse andmetel kilastas Eestit 2006. aastal 1,94 miljonit valisturisti
ehk 60binud valiskilastajat. Eelmise aastaga vorreldes oli turiste 1,2% rohkem. Eestis
00binud valiskiilastajatest ligi 1,43 miljonit 66bis majutusettevotetes ja pool miljonit tasuta
majutuses (sugulaste vdi tuttavate juures, oma korteris vai suvilas jm).

2006. aastal 66bis Eesti majutusettevotetes 1,8% vahem valisturiste kui 2005. aastal. Et
valisturistide keskmine majutusettevdtetes viibimise kestus mdnevdrra pikenes, kasvas
majutusettevotetes veedetud 66de arv 2005. aastaga vorreldes 1,3%, Uletades esimest
korda 3 miljoni piiri. Majutatud valisturistide koguarvu vdhenemine tulenes eelkdige Soome
ja Saksamaa turistide arvu kahanemisest. Soome turistide 66bimiste vahenemise Uheks
pdhjuseks vbib pidada seda, et Eestis regulaarselt t66- vdi vabaajareisidel kaivad
soomlased on viimastel aastatel jarjest enam ostnud Eestisse kortereid vdi suvilaid, neis
606bimist aga majutusstatistika ei kajasta.

Eesti reisifirmade kaudu saabus koigist 66binud valiskilastajatest 15%. Kokku teenindasid
Eesti reisifirmad 2006. aastal 1,7 miljonit valiskilastajat.

Eesti Panga maksebilansi andmetel oli turismiteenuste eksport ja miik Euroopa Liidu
residentidele 2006. aastal 16,9 miljardit krooni — 1,4 miljardit krooni ehk 9% rohkem kui
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2005. aastal. Aastakokkuvdttes oli turismiteenuste eksport kaupade ja teenuste kogu-
ekspordist 10%. Eesti turismifirmad eksportisid turismiteenuseid 1,5 miljardi krooni eest —
4% enam kui 2005. aastal. Reisifirmade vahendusel soitis 2006. aastal valismaale 477 000
turisti.

Turismiteenuste import ja ost Euroopa Liidu riikidest oli Eesti Panga andmetel 2006. aastal
8,8 miljardit krooni, sellest ligi neljandik (23% ehk 2,1 miljardit krooni) kuulus Eesti reisi-
firmadele. Aastakokkuvottes oli turismiteenuste import ja ost Euroopa Liidu riikidest 5%
kaupade ja teenuste koguimpordist nagu ka 2005. aastal. 2006. aastal kulutasid Eesti
elanikud valismaal reisides reisiteenustele (ilma transpordikulutusteta) 7,4 miljardit krooni.
Transpordile kulus kdigist kulutustest 16%. 2005. aastaga vdrreldes suurenes turismi-
teenuste import ja ost Euroopa Liidu riikidest 30%. Eesti elanike turismiuuringu andmetel
kulutas Eesti elanik 2006. aastal valisreisile keskmiselt 5864 krooni, sellest 3329 krooni
enne reisi algust. Puhkusereisile kulus keskmiselt 7208, todreisile 5173 ning sbpru ja
tuttavaid kilastades 3010 krooni. Vaata lisaks tabeleid 1-3 |k 25—-26.

TURISM. MAJUTUS. 2006. TOURISM. ACCOMMODATION 7
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VALISKULASTAJAD EESTIS

Uuringu “Valiskilastajad Eestis” korraldas Statistikaamet 2006. aastal riikliku statistilise
vaatlusena kahes etapis. Uuringu esimene etapp toimus 10. juulist 13. augustini ja teine
etapp 9. oktoobrist 12. novembrini Narva, Valga, lkla ja Koidula maanteepiiripunktis, Tallinna
lennujaamas, reisisadamas ning Tallinna—Moskva rongis. Kokku taideti 4827 ankeeti (suvel
3341 ja talvel 1486). Uuringu eesmark oli valja selgitada Eestit kiilastavate valismaalaste
kulutused Eestis, nende reisimotivatsioon, reisikditumine ning rahulolu pakutavate teenuste
ja reisiga. Andmeid koguti fikseeritud kisimustikuga intervjuuga. Kuisitlus ei hdlmanud
maanteepiiripunktide kaudu lahkuvaid jalakaijaid. Vastajate hulgas oli 1971 Soome,
370 Rootsi, 473 Venemaa, 398 Léati, 259 Saksamaa, 203 Suurbritannia, 213 Leedu,
165 Ameerika Uhendriikide v6i Kanada, 90 ltaalia ja 125 Norra elanikku. 561 vastajat oli
parit riigist, mille elanikke oli kisitletute hulgas alla saja. Kusitletute seas oli 110 ristlus-
laevadega Tallinna sadamas peatunud Uhep&evakilastajat.

Reisi eesmark Reisi esmase eesmargi jargi domineerisid puhkusereisid — puhkusereisi markis pohiliseks
Eesti kilastamise eesmargiks 49% reisijatest (suvel 57% ja talvel 30%). Ostureisil viibivaks
pidas ennast 9% vastanutest, seejuures suvisel kisitlusperioodil 7% ja talvisel 14%. Tooreisi
(konverents, seminar vms, to6tasu valismaalt) mainis esmase reisieesmargina 8%, Eestis
toStamist (to6tasu Eestist) aga 4% vastanuist (nii suvel kui ka talvel). Transiitreisina kasitles
oma Eestis viibimist 6% vastanuist, sugulaste véi tuttavate kulastamist pidas reisi pohi-
eesmargiks vastavalt 9% ja 5%.

Puhkusereisina kasitlesid oma Eesti-kllastust valdavalt kaugematest riikidest parit kisitletud
— 74% ltaaliast, 76% Ameerika Uhendriikidest vdi Kanadast, 69% Saksamaalt ja 74% Suur-
britanniast tulnutest. Lahinaabrite seas oli neid, kellele Eesti-kiilastuse pdhieesmark oli
puhkusereis, véhem — 46% Soomest, 27% Latist, 22% Leedust ja 21% Venemaalt parit
kiilastajatest.

Tooreisijaid oli enim Leedust (26%), Latist (18%), Taanist (13%) Rootsist (9%) ja Soomest
(6%). Esmaseks reisieesmargiks markis tooreisi vaid 3% norralastest.

Ostureisile tulijate arv ei ole eelmiste aastatega vorreldes oluliselt muutunud — seda pidas
oma reisi peamiseks eesmargiks 9% vastanutest (2003. aastal 7%, 2004. aastal 11%, 2005.
aastal 9%). Endiselt suur oli ostureisile tulijate osatdhtsus soomlaste hulgas — aasta-
kokkuvdttes nimetas seda oma peamiseks reisieesmargiks 18% vastanutest, talvisel
uuringuperioodil koguni 23%.

Sugulaste-tuttavate kilastamine oli pdhiline reisieesmark 14%-le vastanutest (2005. aastal
12%). Nagu ka varasemal ajal oli sugulaste voi tuttavate kilastamine populaarne Venemaalt
saabunute puhul —55% vastanutest mainis just seda peamise reisieesmargina
(2004. aastal 50%; 2005. aastal 61%).

Eelmised Eesti-reisid Et kusitletute hulgas oli vaga palju naaberriikide elanikke, oli vaid 28% vastanutest Eestis
esimest korda. Seda oli siiski rohkem kui 2004. aastal, mil Eestis viibis esimest korda 23%
vastanutest, ning vahem kui eelmisel aastal — siis viibis Eestis esimest korda 31%
vastanutest. Vdimalikud valimist johtuvad erinevused ei luba siiski taie kindlusega vaita, et
Eestit on avastamas uued kulastajate grupid. Uutele turusegmentidele Eesti turismi-
majanduses viitab aga ka esmakulastajate suur osatahtsus Itaaliast (78%), Prantsusmaalt
(78%), Suurbritanniast (75%), Ameerika Uhendriikidest v&i Kanadast (73%), Saksamaalt
(68%) ning samuti Norrast (69%) ja Taanist (74%) saabunud kulastajate seas. Suvel oli
esmakilastajaid 34% ehk rohkem kui kaks korda enam kui talveperioodil (15%).

27% kusitletutest oli Eestis kainud ks kuni viis korda ning 38% kuus v6i enam korda. Need
naitajad kattuvad eelmise aastaga. 6% vastanuist oli varem elanud alaliselt Eestis.

Naaberriikidest parit kiilastajad eristusid Glejaanud kusitletutest varasemate kiilastuste suure
arvu poolest: Soomes elavatest kilastajatest oli Eestis viibinud Ule kuue korra 59%. Lati
elanike puhul oli see naitaja 59%, Venemaa elanike puhul 42%.

Esimest korda kilastas Eestit 7,5% Latist saabunutest (2004. aastal 2,6%; 2005. aastal
4,1%), 4% Soomest saabunutest (2004. aastal 2,8%; 2005. aastal 3,8%) ja 12% Venemaalt
tulnutest (2004. aastal 6,5%; 2005. aastal 7,6%). Ehkki erinevused on vaikesed, oli esma-
kulastajate osatahtsus kdigi anallisitud lahteriikide puhul suurem kui eelmisel aastal.
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VALISKULASTAJAD EESTIS FOREIGN VISITORS IN ESTONIA

66% kusitletutest korraldas reisi Eestisse iseseisvalt (2004. aastal 62%; 2005. aastal 58%),
valmisreisi kasutanute osatéhtsus oli 25% (2004. aastal 28%; 2005. aastal 32%), Ulejaanud
kasutasid Uksikuid reisifirma teenuseid. 2006. aastal oli iseseisvalt reisi korraldanute
osatadhtsus viimaste aastate suurim, valmisreisi kasutanute arv seevastu aga vahenes.
Arvatavasti on selle tinginud Giha odavnev ja tihenev transpordiihendus Eestiga. Valmisreise
kasutasid rohkem Soomest ja Rootsist tulnud kilastajad, vastavalt 33% (2004. aastal 40%;
2005. aastal 51%) ja 42% (2004. aastal 30%; 2005. aastal 52%). Soomlaste puhul oli
valmisreiside kasutamine viimaste aastate madalaimal tasemel, rootslastel langes see
peaaegu samale tasemele kui 2004. aastal, kuid ulelldise keskmisega vorreldes on nad
siiski vordlemisi sagedased valmisreiside kasutajad. Kdige vdhem kasutasid reisifirma
teenuseid Lati ja Leedu elanikud.

Tallinna kilastas reisi jooksul 85% kusitletuist. Kiilastatavuse poolest oli Tallinna jarel teisel
kohal Parnu (16%) ja kolmandal kohal Tartu (7%). Saaremaad kulastas koigist kusitletutest
3,5%. Kisitlusse olid haaratud ka vaid labiséidul olnud kiilastajad.

Pohilise reisi sihtkohana mainiti enim Tallinna (suveperioodil 74% ja talvel 75%).
Populaarsuselt jargnesid Tallinnale Parnu (suvel 7%, talvel 6%), Tartu ja Saaremaa. Tartu
populaarsus peamise reisisihina oli veidi suurem talveperioodil, mil kiilastajate osatahtsus oli
4%, Saaremaal aga suurem suvel — 3% talvise 1% vastu.

Kusitluses osalenutest 64% tutvus Eesti vaatamisvaarsustega iseseisvalt, 29% kais
muuseumis vOi naitusel, 26% kilastas looduskauneid kohti voi matkas, 17% kais monel
kultuuritritusel ja 15% giidiga ekskursioonil. 9% tegeles méne aktiivse harrastuse voi
spordiga (k.a spordivdistluste jalgimine). Giidiga organiseeritud ekskursioonil osales enim
Saksamaa (31%), Norra (28%), Suurbritannia (28%) ja Ameerika Uhendriikide v6i Kanada
(35%) paritolu kulastajaid. Latist tulnutest kais giidiga ekskursioonil vaid 5%, kuid Venemaalt
parit kilastajate osalus ekskursioonidel oli 13% — 5 protsendipunkti suurem kui eelmisel
aastal.

Kisitlus néitas vastanute positiivset hinnangut Eesti-reisile. 63% kusitletutest hindas reisi
ootusele vastavaks, 26% ootusest paremaks ja 6% ootusest palju paremaks. 66%
Suurbritanniast ning Ameerika Uhendriikidest v6i Kanadast ja 53% Saksamaalt périt
kisitletutest hindas reisi ootusest palju paremaks voi paremaks. 2004. aastaga vérreldes oli
positiivseid vastuseid umbes sama palju, kuid eelmise aastaga vorreldes rohkem (2004. a
Suurbritannia 64%, USA voi Kanada 62% ja Saksamaa 61%; 2005. aastal vastavalt 56%,
59% ja 56%). Negatiivsete hinnangute esinemissagedus suurenes eelmise aastaga
vorreldes 0,3%. Eelmisel aastal hindas reisi ootustest halvemaks véi palju halvemaks 2%
vastanuist (2004. aastal 3%), 2006. aastal aga 2,3%.

Keskmised kulutused Uhe valiskilastaja kohta olid 2006. aasta valiskilastajate uuringu
andmetel natuke vaiksemad kui paaril eelnenud aastal — 2004. aastal kulutus (ks kilastaja
keskmiselt 2451 krooni, 2005. aastal 2377 krooni, kuid 2006. aastal 2162 krooni. Suvised
kulutused jaid 2006. aastal eelmise aastaga vorreldes samale tasemele (2004. aastal 2369,
2005. aastal 2390 ja 2006. aastal 2394 krooni), vahenemine tuli talviste kulutuste arvelt
(2004. aastal 2627, 2005. aastal 2342 ja 2006. aastal 1734 krooni). Sellist hippelist
kulutuste kasvu nagu aastatel 2003—-2005 (kasv Uks kolmandik — 1829 kroonist 2451
kroonini) 2006. aastal ei tdheldatud, pigem toimus suhteliselt jarsk langus. Rohkem kulutasid
kiilastajad Norrast 5416 krooni (2005. aastal 3873), Ameerika Uhendriikidest v6i Kanadast
5441 krooni (2005. aastal 3733) ning Taanist 3817 krooni (2005. aastal 3573). Saksamaa
tegi |abi peaaegu kahekordse languse — 2005. aasta 3797 kroonist 2006. aasta 1908
kroonini.

Soome Uhepaevakiilastajate kulutused Eestis olid 1593 krooni inimese kohta (2004. aastal
1459 ja 2005. aastal 1131 krooni). Siin vdib margata tdusu kahe aasta tagusele tasemele.

Sarnaselt varasemate aastatega uuriti ka kilastajaid, kes ei liigitu turistideks (viibisid riigis
alla kolme tunni voi le kolme kuu). Kdigist kisitlusele vastanud valiskilastajatest oli 0,3%
(15 inimest) Eestis viibinud 3 kuud vdi kauem, neist enamik oli siin seoses Eestis
té6tamisega (protsentuaalselt oli olukord 2005. aastal tapselt sama, kuid 3 kuud voi kauem
Eestis viibinuid oli 2 rohkem). Suurem osa (le kolme kuu riigis viibinud kilastajatest olid
Soome (5 inimest) elanikud.
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Alla kolme tunni riigis viibinud kilastajatest (5%, 233 inimest) oli enamik transiitreisil
(71 inimest), reisi eesmargina mainiti ka puhkusereisi (44 inimest), ostureisi (49 inimest) ja
téoreisi (20 inimest). Lahteriigi jargi oli alla kolme tunni Eestis viibinute seas enim Lati (104
inimest), Soome (55 inimest) ja Leedu elanikke (32 inimest). Neist transiitreisil viibivaks
nimetas ennast 21 Leedu, 19 L&ti ja 11 Soome elanikku.

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TURISMIUURING TOURISM SURVEY

EESTI ELANIKE TURISMIUURING

Eesti elanike turismiuuringu andmetel tegid 15-74-aastased Eesti elanikud 2006. aastal
437 600 valisreisi ja 1 278 300 sisereisi. 2005. aastaga vorreldes vélisreiside arv vahenes,
seda just Uhepdevakulastajate arvelt. Kui 2005. aastal suurenes kehtima hakanud
lihtsustatud piirilletuse tottu jarsult Uhepdevakilastajate arv, siis nliddseks on kasv
raugenud. Valisreisid on lainud pikemaks ja vbetakse ette reise mitte ainult l1ahinaabrite
juurde, vaid Uha rohkem reisitakse kaugemale Euroopasse. 2006. aastal suurenes eelmise
aastaga vorreldes 41% Eesti elanike arv, kelle valisreisi kestus oli 4—7 66d, ja 9% selliste
kulastajate arv, kelle valisreisi pikkus oli 8-14 66d. Vélisreisi peamise sihtkohana hdlmas
naaberrik Soome 21% reisidest, Venemaa 14%, Leedu ja Lati reise oli 15% ja
Skandinaaviamaade reise 12%. Ulejadnud Euroopa maadesse reisimine hdlmas 29%
valisreisidest. Vahem reisitakse Aasia, Ameerika ja Aafrika riikidesse (kokku 8%).

Keskmine valisreisi pikkus oli 6 66d. Pikemad olid puhkusereisid ning sugulaste ja tuttavate
kiilastamine — keskmiselt 7 66d, tooreisidel oldi keskmiselt 5 66d.

Sihtkohta jdudmiseks kasutati kdige enam ohutransporti (34%), jargnesid veetransport
(24%) ja auto (22%). Valisreisidest 89% olid 66bimisega reisid ja 11% uUhepaevareisid.
Puhkusereise oli 49%, tooreise 28% ning sugulaste ja tuttavate kilastusi 19%. 2006. aastal
suurenenud puhkusereiside osatahtsus, Shutranspordi kasutamine sihtkohta jdudmisel ja
puhkusereisi pikenemine viitab sellel, et reisijad soovivad véimalikult kiiresti sihtkohta jduda
ja viibida véimalikult kaua kohapeal. Eesti elanik kasutab valisreisil jarjest rohkem majutust
hotellides ja hotellilaadsetes majutusettevdtetes (49%), samuti tuttavate ja sugulaste juures
(31%). Iseseisvalt korraldas oma reisi 62%, reisiblroost ostis valmisreisi 24% ning Uksikuid
reisiburoo teenuseid kasutas 8% reisil kainutest.

Reisile kulutati keskmiselt 5864 krooni, sellest 3329 krooni enne reisi algust. Puhkusereisile
kulutati keskmiselt 7208 krooni, todreisile 5173 krooni, sépru ja tuttavaid kilastades 3010
krooni.

2006. aastal oli valisreisi ettevotnutest 56% naised ja 44% mehed. Reisijate hulgas oli
tallinlasi 53%.

Eesti-sisestel reisidel oli jatkuvalt Ulekaalus tuttavate-sugulaste kuilastamine — 37%,
perekondlike ja muude isikliku elu Uritustega (pulmad, matused, siinnipaevad) oli seotud
11% reisidest. 2005. aastaga vdrreldes jai samaks osalemine konverentsidel, koolitus-
seminaridel ja ndupidamistel (6%) ja vahenes kontsertide ja etenduste ning muude
kultuuridrituste kilastamine — 2005. aastal tehti sel eesmargil 9% koikidest sisereisidest,
2006. aastal aga ainult 6%.

Kui valisreiside puhul olid ulekaalus 66bimisega reisid, siis Eesti-sisesed reisid jagunesid
vordselt (ihepéevareisideks ja 66bimisega reisideks. Odbimisega reisidest 43% kestsid (ks
kuni kolm 66d.

Peamiselt kasutati 60bimiseks tasuta eraviisilist majutust ehk 66biti sdéprade-tuttavate juures
(72%). Majutust hotellis vdi hotellilaadses majutusettevéttes kasutas 9% sisereisil kdinutest.
Kodust eemal viibiti keskmiselt 3 66d.

Kdige sagedamini valiti reisi sihtkohaks Tallinn (24%), Tartumaa (14%) ja Parnumaa (12%).
Vahem kilastati Raplamaad ja Hiiumaad (1%).

Sisereisil kulutati keskmiselt 502 krooni. Eesti-siseselt reisivad veidi rohkem naised — 56%
reisijatest olid naised ja 44% mehed. Vaata lisaks tabeleid 10-15 Ik 29-34.

2006. aastal oli kilastajatele avatud 951 majutuskohta 18 000 toa ja 41 000 voodikohaga.
Aasta ringi oli avatud 15 000 tuba 33 000 voodikohaga, hooajal lisandus neile 15% tube ja
22% voodikohti. Enamik tube (71%) olid kahekohalised. Eelmise aastaga vorreldes lisandus
7% voodikohti. Voodikohtade taitumus vahenes Uhe protsendi vdrra.

Majutusettevotetes oli kllastajate kasutuses 537 toitlustuskohta, 314 spordisaali ja
-valjakut, 792 sauna ja 68 valuutavahetuspunkti. 217 majutusettevéttes oli Interneti-punkt ja
343-s traadita andmeside vbimalus. 409 majutusettevdttes olid mittesuitsetajate toad ja
112-s invatoad. Kilastajatel oli véimalus kasutada 433 konverentsisaali.

Majutusettevotetes oli todga hdivatud 9000 inimest.

Majutusteenuseid kasutanud turistide arv on aasta-aastalt suurenenud. Kui 2005. aastal
Uletas see esimest korda 2 miljoni piiri, siis 2006. aastal jdudis turistide arv 2,3 miljonini.
Majutusettevotetes peatus 190 000 turisti enam kui aasta varem. Majutusettevdtetes 66bis
2006. aastal 831 000 siseturisti. Eelmise aastaga vorreldes kasvas nende arv enam Kkui
kolmandiku.

63% majutatutest olid valiskllastajad, nendest enam kui pool (59%) saabus naaber-
riikidest — Latist, Soomest, Venemaalt. Valisturistide arv vahenes eelmise aastaga
vorreldes 26 000 turisti vorra ehk 2%. Majutatud valisturistide koguarvu vahenemise
peamine pohjus oli Eesti olulisema partnerriigi Soome turistide arvu vahenemine (6%).
2006. aastal peatus majutusettevotetes esimest korda viimase kiimne aasta jooksul vahem
Soome kui Eesti turiste.

Turist peatus majutusettevottes ligi kaks 66paeva. Valiskilastajad peatusid enamasti
Tallinna majutusettevotetes, Eesti elanikud aga peamiselt Léuna- ja Laane-Eestis. 62%
majutatutest oli puhkusereisil ja veerand tooreisil.

Majutusettevotetes peatunud turistidest 377 000 kasutas majutusteenust pakkuvate taastus-
ravikeskuste teenuseid. Taastusravikeskustes majutatutest oli valiskiilastajaid 58%.

Turist maksis 66pdeva eest majutusettevottes keskmiselt 466 krooni — valiskulastaja
536 krooni ja Eesti elanik 328 krooni.

Majutuskohtade majutusteenuste eest maksid turistid kokku Gle 2 miljardi krooni, sellest
valiskilastajad 1,6 miljardit krooni. Valiskilastajatele osutatud majutusteenused andsid 13%
reisiteenuste ekspordist.

Alates 2002. aastast hélmab majutusstatistika ka majutusteenust pakkuvaid taastusravi-
keskusi.

Reisifirmade vahendusel kais 2006. aastal Eestis 1,7 miljonit valiskUlastajat, 17% neist jai
Eestisse mitmeks paevaks. Enamik valiskilastajaid tuli Soomest, kuid viimastel aastatel on
sealt saabunud kilastajate osatéhtsus vahenenud: 1995. aasta 95%-st 2006. aasta
79%-ni.

2006. aastal lahetasid Eesti reisifirmad valisriikidesse 477 000 Eesti elanikku — viis
protsenti enam kui aasta varem. Piiri taha reisimiseks kasutas kohalike reisifirmade
teenuseid iga kolmas eestimaalane. Eesti elanike lemmiksihtkoht on endiselt Soome (18%
koigist reisijatest). Reisisihina jargnevad Egiptus (8%), Rootsi (6%), Venemaa (6%) ja
Hispaania (6%), kuid meelsasti kllastatakse ka Saksamaad (5%), Latit (5%), Kreekat (4%)
ja ltaaliat (4%).

Eesti piires reisivad elanikud reisifirmade vahendusel vahem kui valismaal. 2006. aastal
kasutas kodumaal reisimiseks reisifirmade teenuseid 129 000 inimest. Reisifirmade kaudu
valismaale reisinute arv Uletas sisekilastajate arvu ligi 4 korda. Soosituim aeg Eestis
reisimiseks on traditsiooniliselt suvi.

Tallinna reisifirmade kées on enamik turismiturust — 2006. aastal teenindasid nad 91%
koéikidest reisiblroode ja reisikorraldajate teenuseid kasutanud kulastajatest. Laane-Eesti
reisifirmad teenindasid 119 000 kiilastajat ja Léuna-Eesti reisifirmad 38 000 kulastajat.

Ka enamik sisekiilastajaid (69%) kasutas 2006. aastal Pdhja-, Kirde- ja Kesk-Eesti reisi-
firmade teenuseid, sealhulgas teenindasid Tallinna reisifirmad 47% sisekilastajatest. 28%
sisekiilastajatest kasutas Laane-Eesti ja 3% Lduna-Eesti reisifirmade teenuseid.

2006. aastal osutas turismiteenuseid 233 reisifirmat. Valiskilastajate vastuvétmise ja Eesti
elanike vélisreisidele 1dhetamisega tegeles 185 firmat ehk 79% reisifirmadest. Reisifirmad
muidsid 2006. aastal turismiteenuseid 5 miljardi krooni eest, kolmandiku sellest ehk
1,6 miljardit krooni andis Eesti reisifirmade valmisreiside muk.

Valisfirmadelt osteti turismiteenuseid 2 miljardi krooni eest, sellest 900 miljonit krooni oli

rahvusvaheliste transpordipiletite muik. Valisfirmadele ja valiskilastajatele midadi turismi-
teenuseid 1,5 miljardi krooni eest.

TOURISM

Tourism comprises the activities of persons travelling to and staying in places outside their
usual environment for not more than 12 consecutive months for leisure, business or other
purposes. Persons participating in tourism are called visitors. Other travellers, who are
travelling within their usual environment, are not taken into account in tourism statistics,
however, they are included in statistics on arrivals. Accommodation is an activity supporting
tourism. Accommodation establishments provide visitors with the possibility of overnight stay
with or without catering.

Definitions have been presented in the chapters “Definitions” and “Methodology”.

According to the preliminary results by the World Tourism Organisation the number of trips
with accommodation reached 842 million in the world in the year 2006, which is 4.5% per
cent or 36 million more than the year before. The rise in the tourism industry for the third
year in succession is caused by the good situation in the world’s economy. In fact great
results occurr in welfare states as well as in the developing countries. Futhermore, tourists
are getting used to such threats as terrorism and diseases. Therefore they pay less
attention to those threats when making travel plans. Since the development of low-priced
airlines has continued, travelling by air has increased in spite of high fuel prices.

According to the UNWTO tourism experts there are not any important factors that could
affect tourism in 2007. Therefore the prediction for the year 2007 shows that the growth will
proceed, but the rate should be slower comparing to the year 2006. The number of trips with
accommodation should increase by 4% in the world in the year 2006. The growth in the
economy and wealth in such countries as China, India and Russia where the number of
travellers is relatively low helps to maintain the growth. Travelling to the European countries
is rising 3%, which is a slower rise comparing to the year 2006.

There were 458 million foreign trips to the European countries in 2006. The growth in foreign
trips was 3.9%, which accounts for 17 million trips. The best results were in North-European
countries, where the number of incoming tourists increased 6.6% compared to 2005,
including the increase of 11% in the number of incoming tourists in Finland and Ireland and
7% in the United Kingdom. These are very good results taking into account that the
incoming tourism to North-European countries had increased considerably during last two
years. The results were better than the average of Europe also in the leading tourist regions
of South- and West-Europe. In South-Europe the increase was slightly slower than in the
peak year 2005. The number of tourists decreased in Cyprus and Turkey, whereas the
number of tourists increased considerably in Italy, Spain and Portugal. The increase in the
number of journeys to West-Europe was lower than the average of Europe for two previous
years. According to the provisional data, the number of journeys with accommodation to
West-Europe increased by 4,3%. in 2006. The best results in that region were in Germany
(the Football World Championship), in the Netherlands (the events and campaigns related to
the celebration of Rembrandt’s 400th anniversary) and in Switzerland (where primarily urban
tourism increased).

The weakest results in the European region were in Central and Eastern-Europe. According
to the provisional data, the number of tourists in that region increased 1%. The number of
incoming tourists increased significantly in Latvia and Slovakia, and the results were also
almost as good in Lithuania and Bulgaria.

In the neighbouring countries of Estonia — Finland and Latvia, the number of tourists
increased much more quickly than in Estonia. In Finland, the increase in the number of
tourists is mainly related to the increase in the number of tourists from Russia (resulting from
the increase in income). The good results of Latvia can be attributed to opening low-priced
airlines from several cities which has substantially increased the number of tourists from the
United Kingdom, Sweden and Norway.

According to the data of Enterprise Estonia/ the Estonian Tourist Board the number of
overnight visitors is estimated to have been 1.94 million in 2006. Compared to 2005, the
number of foreign tourists increased 12%.
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Accommodation establishments provided accommodation to 1.43 million foreign visitors
(74% of tourists) and about half of million tourists used free of charge accommodation
(provided by friends and relatives or their own flats or summerhouses).

In 2006, the number of accommodated tourists increased 1.8% compared to the previous
year. However, as the average length of stay increased slightly, the number of their
overnight stays increased by 1.3% in comparison with the year 2005 — exceeding three
million for the first time.

The main reason for the decreasing number of foreign visitors resulted from the decreasing
number of tourists from two main markets — Finland and Germany. The number of Finnish
tourists has decreased in accommodation establishments since frequent Finnish visitors to
Estonia on business or leisure have bought real estate in Estonia and are increasingly
staying at their own property, and these numbers of tourists are not included in
accommodation statistics.

About 15% of all accommodated overnight foreign visitors used the services of Estonian
travel agencies and tour operators. In 2006 the total number of foreign visitors (same-day
and overnight visitors) served by them amounted to 1.7 million.

According to the balance of payments of the Bank of Estonia, the exports of tourist services
totalled 16.9 billion kroons in 2005, which is 1.4 billion kroons (9%) more than in 2005. The
exports of tourist services accounted for 10% of the total exports of Estonian goods and
services in 2006. Estonian travel agencies exported tourist services for 1.5 billion kroons,
which is 4% more than in 2005. According to Statistics Estonia, 477,000 tourists used
package tours to travel abroad.

According to the data of the Bank of Estonia, in 2006 the imports of tourist services from the
EU Member States totalled 8.8 billion kroons, out of which 23% or 2.1 billion kroons was the
imports of travel services from the EU Member States by Estonian travel agencies. In 2006
the imports of tourist services accounted for 5% of the total imports of Estonian goods and
services (like in 2005). The expenditures of Estonian residents during their outbound trips
(excluding the expenditures on transport) amounted to 7.4 billion kroons. The expenditures
on transport accounted for 16% of the total expenditures. In 2006 compared to 2005, the
imports of tourist services increased 30%. According to the tourism research into Estonian
population, in 2006 Estonian residents spent approximately 5,864 kroons per foreign tour,
3,329 kroons of which before the trip. On average 7,208 kroons were spent on a holiday trip,
5,173 kroons on a business trip and 3,010 kroons on visiting friends and relatives. See also
Tables 1-3 on pages 25-26.
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FOREIGN VISITORS IN ESTONIA

The survey Foreign Visitors in Estonia for 2006 was conducted by Statistics Estonia in two
stages as an official statistical survey. The first stage was carried out from 10 July
to 13 August and the second one from 9 October to 12 November at Narva, Valga, Ikla and
Koidula highway border checkpoints, Tallinn Airport, the Port of Tallinn and on the
Tallinn—Moscow train. A total of 4,827 questionnaires were completed (in summer 3,341 and
in winter 1,486 questionnaires). The aim of the survey was to find out the expenditures of
foreign visitors in Estonia, their travel motivation and behaviour, satisfaction with the
services offered and with the trip in general. The data were collected with the help of oral
interviews conducted by means of a fixed questionnaire. The survey did not include persons
who left Estonia on foot via road checkpoints. The sample included 1,971 visitors from
Finland, 370 from Sweden, 473 from Russia, 398 from Latvia, 259 from Germany, 203 from
the United Kingdom, 213 from Lithuania, 165 from the United States of America or Canada,
90 from lItaly, 125 from Norway. 651 respondents were from the countries with fewer than
100 visitors participating in the survey.

Holiday travels predominated among the incoming visits to Estonia — 49% of the
respondents mentioned holiday travel as the primary goal for visiting Estonia, 57% of which
in summer and 30% in winter. Shopping was the main goal for 9% of the visitors, 7% of
which in summer and 14% in winter. A business trip (conference, seminar, etc. paid from
abroad) was the main goal for 8% of visitors, working in Estonia (salary from Estonia) for 4%
of visitors, both in summer and winter. 6% of the visitors described their trip to Estonia as a
transit trip, visiting relatives or friends was the main goal for 9% and 5% of the visitors,
respectively.

Mostly travellers from distant countries considered their visit a holiday trip: 74% from ltaly,
76% from the USA/Canada, 69% from Germany, 74% from the United Kingdom.
Holidaymaking in Estonia was a less popular goal among visitors from neighbouring
countries: 46% from Finland, 27% from Latvia, 22% from Lithuania and 21% from Russia
mentioned it as the primary reason for the trip.

More business- or work-related travellers were from Latvia (18%), Lithuania (26%) Denmark
(13%,) Sweden (9%) and Finland (6%). Only 3% of the Norwegian visitors were on a work-
or business-related trip.

The number of persons coming to Estonia for shopping has not changed much, compared to
the previous years: 9% of the respondents considered it the main purpose for visiting
Estonia (in 2003 — 7%, in 2004 — 11%; in 2005 — 9%). The importance of shopping was
continually high for visitors from Finland — 18% (in 2004 — 24%; in 2005 — 20%) of the
respondents on the annual basis and during the winter survey period 23% mentioned it as
the main goal of the trip.

Visiting friends and relatives was the primary goal for 14% of visitors. Like in the previous
years, it was a popular goal for visitors from Russia: 55% of the respondents mentioned it as
the primary purpose (in 2004 — 50%; in 2005 — 61%).

Due to the relatively large share of visitors from the neighbouring countries, only 28% of all
respondents visited Estonia for the first time. Nevertheless, this is a higher share than
in 2004 when 23% were on their first trip to Estonia, and lower than last year, when 31% of
all the respondents were on their first trip to Estonia. Possible shifts in the sample
composition do not allow drawing a conclusion about new target visitor groups discovering
Estonia. However, the existence of new market segments in the Estonian tourism industry is
proved by the large share of first time visitors among ltalian (78%), the UK (78%), the
USA/Canadian (73%), German (68%) and French (78%), also Norwegian (69%) and Danish
(74%) visitors. During summer 36% were first time visitors, which is more than double of
that in winter (15%).

27% of the respondents had previously visited Estonia for 1-5 times and 38% had been to
Estonia for six or more times. These numbers are the same as last year. 6% of the visitors
had previously lived permanently in Estonia.
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Visitors from neighbouring countries differed from other visitors by a huge number
of previous visits to Estonia: 59% of Finnish visitors had been to Estonia for more than six
times. Among respondents from Latvia this share reached 59%, from Russia — 42%.

7.5% of Latvian (in 2004 — 2.6% ; in 2005 — 4.1%), 4% of Finnish (in 2004 — 2.8%;
in 2005 — 3.8%) and 12% of Russian (in 2004 — 6.5%; in 2005 — 7.6%) respondents
visited Estonia for the first time. Although the shift in numbers is small, the share of first time
visitors to Estonia increased among visitors from all the countries covered by the survey.

66% of all foreign visitors to Estonia made their own travel arrangements (in 2004 — 62%; in
2005 — 58%), the share of visitors who used package tours when travelling to Estonia was
25% (in 2004 — 28%; in 2005 — 32%) and the rest used some of the services of a travel
agency. The number of people who made their own travel arrangements has increased,
however, the number of people who are using travel agency services has decreased.
Visitors from Finland and Sweden preferred travel packages, 33% (in 2004 — 40%, in 2005
— 51%) and 42% (in 2004 — 30%; in 2005 — 52%), respectively. While Finland is showing
the lowest numbers compared to a few previous years, Sweden is showing the same result
as in the year 2004, but on average the Swedes are quite frequent users of packages..
Only a few people from Latvia and Lithuania used a package deal.

85% of all travellers (including transit travellers) visited the capital city Tallinn. By the share
of visits, the cities of Parnu (16%) and Tartu (7%) placed second and third. 3.5% of all
respondents visited Saaremaa.

Tallinn was the most often mentioned as the main travel destination (in summer 74% and in
winter 75%), followed by Parnu (in summer 7.3%, in winter 5.5%), Tartu and Saaremaa. The
popularity of Tartu was a little larger in winter when the share was 4% but in Saaremaa in
summer: 3% versus 1% in winter.

64% of all respondents went sightseeing without a guide, 29% visited museums
or exhibitions, 26% visited places of natural beauty or went on a hike, 17% attended a
cultural event and 15% participated in an organised sightseeing tour. 9% of visitors were
engaged in an active hobby or sports (including attending sports events). Organised
sightseeing was more popular among travellers from Germany (31%), Norway (28%), the
United Kingdom (28%) and the USA/Canada (35%). Only 5.% of visitors from Latvia
participated in a guided tour, but the share of Russians participating in guided tours
accounted for 13%, almost 5 percent higher than last year (in 2005 — 8%).

The survey showed positive ratings given by the respondents to their visit to Estonia. 63% of
the visitors interviewed said that the trip had met their expectations, while 26% rated the trip
as better and 6% rated the trip significantly better than they had expected. 66% of the
visitors from the United Kingdom, 66% from the USA/Canada and 53% from Germany
assessed the trip as better or much better than expected. Compared to 2004, the number of
positive answers was almost the same but there were more positive answers than in 2005
(in 2004: the UK — 64%, the USA/Canada — 62% and Germany — 61%; in 2005: the UK
— 56%, the USA/Canada — 59% and Germany — 56%). The share of negative judgements
had grown 0.3% compared to the last year. Last year 2% of the visitors interviewed said that
the trip to Estonia had been below or much below their pre-travel expectations, but
unfortunately this year this number was 2.3% (in 2004 — 3%).

According to the Foreign Visitors’ Survey 2006, the average expenditure of a foreign visitor
in Estonia was lower than in a few last years. In 2004, the average expenditure per one
visitor was 2,451 kroons, in 2005 — 2,377 kroons, but in the year 2006 it was only 2,162
kroons. Summertime expenditures were at the same level compared to the previous year (in
2004 — 2,369 kroons, in 2005 — 2,390 kroons; in 2006 — 2,394 kroons). Winter
expenditures unfortunately decreased 25% compared to the year 2005 — from 2,342 to
1,734 kroons. A sharp increase in expenditures, like it occurred during 2003—2004 (the
growth by one third, from 1,829 kroons to 2,451 kroons), did not take place in 2006, there
was a relatively drastic decrease instead. The visitors from the following countries spent the
most — from Norway 5,416 kroons (In 2005 — 3,873 kroons), the USA or Canada 5,441
kroons (In 2005 — 3,733 kroons) and Denmark 3,817 kroons (In 2005 — 3,573 kroons). The
Germans’ expenditures dropped almost 50% — from 3,797 kroons (year 2005) to 1,908
kroons (year 2006).
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Same-day visitors from Finland spent on average 1,593 kroons (in 2004 — 1,459 kroons
and in 2005 — 1,131 kroons).

Like in the previous years, the visitors who do not qualify as tourists (i.e. have been in the
country less than three hours or more than three months) were studied. 0,31% (15 persons)
of all the foreign visitors interviewed, had spent in Estonia three months or longer. For most
of them, this was related to working in Estonia. The residents of Finland (5 persons) formed
the largest group among them.

Most of the visitors who spent less than three hours in Estonia (4.83%, 233 persons), said
they were on a transit trip through Estonia (71 persons). A holiday trip (44 persons), a
shopping trip (49 persons) and a business trip (20 persons) were also mentioned as the
travel goals. By the country of residence, the biggest group among visitors spending less
than three hours in Estonia were Latvian (104 persons), Finnish (55 persons) and Lithuanian
(32 persons) visitors. A transit hop was the goal of a trip for 21 Lithuanian, 19 Latvian and 11
Finnish visitors.

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TOURISM SURVEY OF ESTONIAN POPULATION

According to the tourism survey, in 2006 the Estonian population aged 15-74 made 437,600
trips abroad and 1,278,300 domestic trips. Compared to 2005, the number of trips taken
abroad decreased, mainly due to the decrease in the number of same day visitors. While in
2005, the number of same-day visitors increased rapidly since easier procedures had been
enforced for crossing the border, in 2006 it decreased. In 2006 compared to 2005 the
number of the Estonian people who spent abroad 4—7 nights increased by 41% and those
who spent 8-14 nights increased by 9%. The trips taken abroad are longer and not only
neighbouring countries but also countries farther away in Europe are visited. The
neighbouring Finland was the main destination for 21% of trips, Russia for 14%, Lithuania
and Latvia for 15% and the Scandinavian countries for 12% of the trips. Other Europe was
the main destination for 29% of the trips taken abroad. Fewer trips were taken to Asia,
America and Africa (total 8%).

On average 6 nights were spent away from home during a trip taken abroad. The duration
was longer in case of holiday trips (7 nights) followed by visiting friends or relatives
(5 nights).

To reach the destination the air-transport (34%), water-transport (24%) and cars (22%) were
used more frequently. 89% of the trips taken abroad included overnight stays, 11% were the
same-day visits. The main purposes for trips abroad were holiday (49%), business (28%)
and visiting friends or relatives (19%). The increasing share of holiday trips, using air-
transport and longer duration of holiday trip in 2006 refers to people’s wish to reach the
destination quickly and stay longer at the place. The Estonian people use more and more
accommodation in hotels and similar establishments (49%) and accommodation provided by
by friends and relatives (31%).

The share of outbound visitors who organised their trips themselves was 62%, 24% bought
a package tour from a travel agency and 8% used some of the services provided by travel
agencies.

On average, 5,864 kroons were spent on a trip, including 3,329 kroons spent before the trip.
The amount of money spent on a holiday trip was 7,208 kroons, on a business trip 5,173
kroons and 3,010 kroons on visiting friends and relatives.

With respect to gender, 56% of travellers were females and 44% were males. 53% of the
persons who travelled abroad lived in Tallinn.

The main purposes for domestic trips were the same as earlier: visiting friends or relatives
(37%), another 11% were reasons related to family and other personal events (wedding,
burial, birthday). In 2006 compared to 2005 the aftendance of conferences, workshops and
meetings remained the same (6%), visiting concerts, shows or other cultural events
decreased to 6% (9% in 2005).

Overnight trips predominated among trips taken abroad, but out of domestic trips 50% were
one-day trips and 50% were overnight trips, 43%of which were 1-3 nights long.

Accommodation during domestic travels was mostly free of charge and private, i.e. persons
stayed with their friends and relatives (72%). Accommodation in hotels and similar
establishments during domestic tourism was used by 9% of travellers.

On average 3 nights were spent away from home.

The most common destinations were Tallinn (24%), Tartu (14%) and Parnu counties (12%).
Rapla and Hiiu counties (1%) were visited less frequently.

On average 502 kroons were spent on a domestic trip.

Females travel more than males in Estonia: 56% of domestic tourists were females and 44%
were males. See also Tables 10—15 pp. 29-34.
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In 2006, 951 accommodation establishments with about 18,000 rooms and 41,000 beds
were available for tourists. All the year round 15,000 rooms with 33,000 beds were available,
in addition 15% rooms and 22% beds were available during tourist seasons. Most of the
rooms (71%) were double rooms. Compared to the year 2005 the number of bed-places
increased by 7%. The average use of bed-places decreased 1% compared to the previous
year.

537 catering establishments, 314 sports fields and gymnasiums, 792 saunas, 68 currency
exchange offices served visitors in accommodation establishments. 217 accommodation
establishments had Internet Access Points and 343 accommodation establishments had
WiFi. 409 accommodation establishments had rooms for non-smokers and 112 had rooms
for persons with special needs. The visitors could use 433 conference rooms in
accommodation establishments.

In 2006, 9,000 persons were employed in accommodation establishments.

The number of tourists using accommodation services has increased year by year. While in
2005 the number of tourists was over 2 million for the first time, in 2006 the number of
tourists increased to 2.3 million. 190,000 tourists more than a year earlier used the services
of accommodation establishments. In 2006, 831,000 domestic visitors spent nights in
accommodation establishments. Compared to 2005 the number of domestic Vvisitors
increased by one third.

63% of the accommodated tourists were foreign visitors. More than half (59%) of the
accommodated foreign visitors came from the neighbouring countries — Latvia, Finland and
Russia.

In 2006 compared to the previous year the number of foreign tourists in accommodation
establishments decreased by 26,000 or 2%. The main reason for the decrease in the
number of foreign tourists was the decrease in the number of Finnish tourists (6%), Finland
being the main partner country of Estonia. In 2006 for the first time during the last ten years
fewer Finnish tourists than domestic tourists stayed in accommodation establishments of
Estonia.

The average length of stay in an accommodation establishment was about 2 nights. Foreign
tourists stayed mainly in the accommodation establishments of Tallinn, whereas the
residents of Estonia stayed mainly in the accommodation establishments of Western and
Southern Estonia. The purpose of the stay was a holiday for 62% of the accommodated
tourists and a quarter were on a business trip.

377,000 accommodated tourists stayed in health resorts. 58% of the persons
accommodated
in health resorts were foreign visitors.

The average cost of a guest night in an accommodation establishment was 466 kroons,
foreign visitors paid on average 536 kroons and the Estonian residents 328 kroons.

The costs for accommodation services in accommodation establishments totalled 2 billion
kroons, 1.6 billion kroons of which were paid by foreign tourists. Accommodation services
provided to foreign tourists accounted for 13% of the international travel receipts.

Since 2002, accommodation statistics also include health resorts providing accommodation.
See also Tables 16-22 on pages 34-38.
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TOURIST ENTERPRISES

In 2006, about 1.7 million foreign tourists who visited Estonia were served by Estonian travel
agencies. About 17% of foreign visitors served by Estonian travel agencies stayed
in Estonia for more than one day. The majority of foreign visitors came from Finland but
during last years the share of foreign visitors from Finland has decreased from 95% in 1995
to 79% in 2006.

In 2006, 477,000 Estonian tourists were sent to tours to foreign countries. Compared
to 2005, the number of tourists increased 5%. The favourite destinations for outgoing visitors
served by Estonian tourist firms were continually Finland (18%) and out of other countries,
also Egypt (8%), Sweden (6%), Russia (6%), Spain (6%), Germany (5%) Latvia (5%), Italy
(4%) and Greece (4%) were preferred by tourists.

Estonian residents used the services of travel agencies for their travels within Estonia less
than for travelling abroad. In 2006, about 129,000 Estonian residents used the services of
travel agencies for domestic trips. In 2006 the number of Estonian residents who travelled to
foreign countries exceeded the number of domestic visitors about 4 times. The most
favourite period for tours in Estonia is traditionally summer.

The travel agencies of Tallinn cover the major part of the tourist market. In 2006 they served
91% of all visitors. 119,000 visitors used the services of travel agencies situated in Western
Estonia and 38,000 visitors were served by the travel agencies of Southern Estonia.

In 2006, 69% of domestic visitors used the services of travel agencies situated in Northern,
North-eastern and Central Estonia, 47% of whom were domestic visitors who used the

services of travel agencies situated in Tallinn. 30% of domestic visitors were served by the
travel agencies of Western Estonia and 3% by the travel agencies of Southern Estonia.

In 2006, 213 tourist enterprises rendered tourist services. 185 travel agencies and tour
operators (79% of travel agencies) were engaged in receiving foreign visitors and sending
Estonian residents to foreign tours.

In 2006 the income of travel agencies and tour operators received from rendering tourist
services was 5 billion kroons, one third or 1.6 billion kroons of which was received from the
sale of package tours.

Tourist services bought from foreign firms amounted to 2 billion kroons, out of which the cost
of international transport services made up 900 million kroons. Tourist services sold to
foreign firms and tourists amounted to 1.5 billion kroons. See also Tables 23-30 on pages

Alates 1. maist 2004 ei kogu Piirivalveamet statistikat Euroopa Liidu, Euroopa Majandus-
ihenduse ja Sveitsi kodanike piirililetuste kohta. Eestis 66binud kiilastajate ehk turistide arv
arvutatakse majutusstatistika ja valiskulastajate uuringu pdhjal. Eestis kainud Uhepaeva-
kulastajate kohta andmed puuduvad.

Ettevotja, kes pakub vbi mulb enda véi teise reisiettevotja koostatud valmisreise ja (voi)
Uksikuid reisiteenuseid.

Isik, kes reisib tavakeskkonna piires voi sellest valja. Reisijad jagunevad kilastajateks ja
muudeks reisijateks.

Eesti pUsielanik, kes reisib Eesti piires, kuid viibib valjaspool tavakeskkonda.
Eesti pisielanike reisimine Eesti piires, kuid viibimine valjaspool tavakeskkonda.
Raviasutus (sanatoorium), mis tegeleb taastus-, jarel- ja ennetusraviga.

Reisimine valjapoole tavakeskkonda ja seal viibimine mitte kauem kui 12 jarjestikust kuud
puhkuse, ari véi muul eesmargil. Riigisisene turism hdlmab siseturismi ja vastuvétuturismi,
Eesti elanike turism siseturismi ja lahetusturismi ning rahvusvaheline turism ehk valisturism
vastuvotuturismi ja ldhetusturismi.

METOODIKA

2006. aasta uuringus ,Valiskllastajad Eestis” kusitleti Eestist lahkuvaid inimesi, kes ei
elanud Eestis. Nendega, kes olid viibinud Eestis alla kolme tunni voéi lGle kolme kuu, tehti
IGhiintervjuu. Ei kisitletud selliseid mitteresidente, kes Uletasid piiri regulaarselt (naiteks
téole); transiitreisijaid, kes ei labinud passikontrolli; laevareisijaid, kes ei valjunud laevast,
ega meeskonnaliikmeid (vt moiste “Muud reisijad”). Kisitlus viidi 18bi Tallinna sadama
terminalides, Tallinna lennujaamas, lkla, Koidula, Narva ja Valga | maantee piiripunktis ning
Tallinna-Moskva rongides sdidul Eesti piirini. Kusitletavate arvu maaramisel piiripunktide
kaupa olid aluseks Piirivalveameti andmed riigist lahkunud valiskilastajate kohta
2003. aastal ning 2004. ja 2005. aasta uuringu ,Valiskllastajad Eestis” kogemused.

Suures osas on piirililetajad naaberriikide elanikud, kuid infot vajatakse ka kaugematest
riikidest parit valiskiilastajate reisikaitumise kohta. Seetdttu anti kusitlejatele ette
kusitletavate kvoodid elukohariigiti. Vastajad valiti juhuslikult, vbttes arvesse laevade ja
lennukite sdiduplaane. Kusitleti intervjuu vormis. Vastaja poole péérdumisel maarati esmalt
Eestis viibimise kestus ja vastaja elukohariik. Kvoodi Uletamisel vastajat edasi ei kusitletud.
Uhest ekskursiooniriihmast v6i koos reisivast seltskonnast ei kiisitletud Gle kahe inimese.

Piiripunktide kaupa olid maaratud kisitluspaevad, kellaajad ja Uhel kisitluspdeval Uhe
kisitleja kohta lubatud intervjuude arv. lgas piiripunktis td6tas kusitluspaeval kuni kolm
erikoolituse saanud Kkusitlejat. Iga kusitluspaeva 16pul vormistati koondaruanne. Vahe-
kokkuvdtteid valitddde kaigu kohta tehti igal kolmandal valitéode paeval.

Enne andmete t6dtlemist teisendati eri valuutas véljendatud kulutused Eesti kroonidesse
kusitluspaeval avaldatud Eesti Panga kursi alusel.

Eesti elanike turismiuuringu andmed on kogutud koos Eesti t66jou-uuringu (ETU)
andmetega. Turismiuuring on ETU osa alates 1999. aasta IV kvartalist, varem kdsiti turismi
kohta andmeid koos leibkonna eelarve uuringuga. Alates 2000. aastast on Eesti elanike
turismiuuring kvartaliuuring, hdlmates igas kvartalis ligikaudu 2600 leibkonda. Uuringu
2006. aasta uldkogum hdélmas kdik Eestis elavad tddealised isikud. Tddealiseks loeti
inimesi, kes olid uuringunadalal 15-74-aastased. Valimisse kuulusid k&ik aadressisiku
leibkonna todealised likmed.

Koigilt leibkonna tdoealistelt liikmetelt kusiti nende eelmise kuu reiside kohta. Eesti elanike
turismiuuringu  kisitlused tegid Statistikaameti valitdéde talituse kisitlejad. Uldkogumi
andmed on valimi laiendamisel saadud tegelike naitajate hinnangud.

2006. aasta hinnangute arvutamisel on kasutatud 2006. aasta 1. jaanuari arvestuslikku
rahvaarvu. Rahvastikustatistika andmetel oli Eesti 2006. aasta 1. jaanuari arvestuslik
rahvaarv 1 344 700, neist todealisi oli1 049 100.

Majutusettevotete Uldkogum hdlmab ettevétteid, mille pdhi- voi kdrvaltegevusala Eesti
majanduse tegevusalade klassifikaatori (EMTAK) jargi on 551 (hotellid) vdi 552 (laagriplatsid
ja muud lGhimajutuskohad) ning majandustegevuse registrisse (MTR) kantud majutus-
ettevotteid.

DEFINITIONS

A business entity through which an undertaking provides accommodation services within the
framework of its economic or professional activity. Accommodation establishments can be
classified as follows: hotels, motels, guesthouses, hostels, holiday camps, cottages, flats,
bed-and-breakfast. Tourism accommodation has been divided into two main groups:
collective accommodation establishments and private tourist accommodation. The
accommodation statistics take into account only the data of collective accommodation.

The offer for sale or sale of sleeping accommodation and goods or services supplementary
thereto.

The Border Guard Administration’s statistics on arrivals cover all persons who arrived via the
frontier posts of Estonia (foreigners and Estonian nationals).

Since May 2004 the Border Guard Administration does not register the citizens of the
European Union Member States, the European Economic Community and the Swiss
Confederation in the database of border crossings. Consequently, from this date, the
number of visitor arrivals in Estonia will not be collected or estimated any more and the only
monthly data source will be statistics collected from accommodation establishments. It will
not be possible to estimate the number of same-day visitors.

Includes the value-added tax and the cost of breakfast if it is sold with accommodation
services.

The activities of residents of Estonia travelling to and staying in places only within Estonia
but outside their usual environment.

A resident of Estonia who travels within Estonia and visits places outside his/her usual
environment.

A person who has a citizenship of a foreign country or, in case of missing citizenship, has a
permanent residence abroad.

A person who travels to a country other than that in which he/she has his/her usual
residence but outside his/her usual environment for a period not exceeding 12 consecutive
months and whose main purpose of the visit is other than the exercise of an activity
remunerated from within the place visited. It is important to distinguish facilities that
commercially serve the bulk of overnight stays away from the guest’s usual environment and
those providing occasional overnight accommodation. Due to that tourism accommodation
has been divided into two main groups: collective accommodation establishments and
private tourist accommodation.

Health care institutions established for treating convalescents, for preventive and after
treatment.

The activities of foreign visitors travelling to and staying in Estonia and outside their usual
environment.

Persons travelling regularly within their usual environment, passengers who do not formally
enter the country through the passport control (ship passengers who do not disembark and
air transit passengers) and crew members of international transport.

Persons participating in tourism are called visitors.

The activities of residents of Estonia travelling to and staying in places outside Estonia and
outside their usual environment.

Forms of accommodation that do not conform to the definition of collective tourist
accommodation. These providea limited number of places for rent or free of charge.

A person who has an Estonian citizenship or, in the case of the missing citizenship, who
resides permanently in Estonia.

A person who visits places outside his/her usual environment and does not spend the night
at the place visited.

The activities of persons travelling to and staying in places outside their usual environment
for not more than 12 consecutive months for leisure, business or other purposes.

POHIMOISTED JA METOODIKA DEFINITIONS AND METHODOLOGY

A person who visits places outside his/her usual environment and stays at least one night
in a collective or private accommodation at the place visited. Nights spent on board
of a ship, which stay at the port of the country of destination, are not taken into account.

Internal tourism comprises domestic tourism and inbound tourism; national tourism
comprises domestic tourism and outbound tourism; international tourism comprises inbound
tourism and outbound tourism.

An enterprise as a legal person, whose main activity is defined by the Estonian
Classification of Economic Activites (EMTAK) as services of travel agencies and tour
operators (6330) or whose secondary activity is the provision of travel services and who
have been entered in the state register of undertakings operating in the areas of activity
subject to special requirements.

Three basic forms of tourism can be distinguished (see Scheme 1):

A person who is travelling within or outside his/her usual environment. Travellers can be
divided into visitors and other travellers.

A person travelling to a place other than that of his/her usual environment for less than
12 consecutive months and whose main purpose of the visit is other than exercise of an
activity remunerated from within the place visited. Visitors include tourists or overnight
visitors and same-day visitors.

He usual environment is an area in the close vicinity of a person’s home and place of work
or study and other places visited at least once a week on a routine basis, such as churches,
shops and clinics. Summer homes are excluded from the usual environment

METHODOLOGY

During the survey Foreign Visitors in Estonia that was carried out in 2006, travellers who
were leaving Estonia were interviewed. The target population included persons who were
not residents of Estonia and had stayed in Estonia for more than three hours but less than
three months. Only a short interview was carried out with those passengers, who had stayed
in Estonia for less than three hours or more than three months, but not over one year. Non-
residents who cross the border regularly (e.g. due to place of work), transit passengers who
did not pass the passport control, ship passengers who did not leave the ship and crew
members (look the definition "Other travellers”) were excluded.

The interviews took place at the terminals of the Port of Tallinn, Tallinn Airport, Ikla, Koidula,
Narva and Valga 1st road frontier posts and on the Tallinn-Moscow trains on their way to the
Estonian border.

The number of interviews at each frontier post was specified in accordance with the Border
Guard Office data of foreign visitors leaving Estonia in 2003 and the experience collected
with the conduct of 2004 and 2005 foreign visitors motivation and expenditure survey.

The residents of neighbouring countries account for the main share of visitors, but
information about the travel behaviour of foreign visitors from more faraway countries is also
needed. Therefore quotas were set for certain countries. Passengers to be interviewed were
selected at random, taking into account the schedules of airport and port traffic. The survey
was carried out in the form of interviews. When approaching the visitors, the interviewers
first found out the length of stay and their country of residence. The selected respondent
was not interviewed if the quota was exceeded. Only two people were allowed to be
interviewed from each travel group or tour bus.

The data of the tourism survey of the Estonian population were collected together with the
data of the Estonian Labour Force Survey. The tourism research became part of the ELFS
since the 4th quarter of 1999. Previously, data about tourism were collected in the
framework of household budget surveys.Starting from the year 2000 the ELFS is a
continuous survey providing quarterly and annual results, the sample of the quarter includes
about 2,600 households. The target population of the tourism survey 2006 included all
working age residents of Estonia comprising all persons between the ages of 15 and 74 in

the reference week. All the working age members of the reference person’s household were
included in the sample.

All working age household members were inquired about the tripss made in the previous
month. All the data presented are estimates of actual parameters. In calculating estimates
for 2006, the estimated number of population has been used as at 1 January 2006.
According to the population statistics, the estimated population of Estonia on 1 January
2006 was 1,344,700, 1,049,100 of whom were of working age.

Accommodation establishments incorporate enterprises where the main activity according to
The Estonian Classification of Economic Activities (EMTAK) are 551(hotels), 552 (camping
sites and other provision of short stay accommodation), and accommodation establishments
which are recognized in the Register of Economic Activities by the Ministry of Economic
Affairs and Communications.

In tourism statistics, the population of enterprises includes enterprises whose main activity
as defined by the Estonian Classification of Economic Activities (EMTAK) is 633 (services of
travel agencies and tour operators), and enterprises which have been entered into the
Register of Economic Activities by the Ministry of Economic Affairs and Communications as
tour operators and travel agencies.

Accommodation establishments, travel agencies and tour operators are completely
enumerated.

Due to rounding, the total sums in tables are not always equal with the total.

Statistics Estonia publishes data on tourism and accommodation statistics in the yearbook
Turism. Majutus. Tourism. Accommodation, in the monthly Eesti Statistika Kuukiri. Monthly
Bulletin of Estonian Statistics, and in yearbooks ‘Eesti statistika aastaraamat. Statistical
Yearbook of Estonia”. Statistics on tourism are also available in the Statistical Database on
the web site of Statistics Estonia www.stat.ee under the heading “Statistics”.
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
