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Kéesolev raamat annab Ulevaate parast
1992. aasta rahareformi kéibele lastud
Eesti pangatéhtede turvamarkidest. Peale
turvamarkide kirjelduse ja piltide sisaldab
raamat infot ka selle kohta, mis aastal ja
millises rahatriikikojas mingi seeria pan-
gatdhed valmistati, keda on pangatah-
tedel kujutatud ja millised on kujunduse
pBhielemendid ning kujundusse aas-
tatega lisandunud muudatused.

Raamatus kirjeldatud Eesti kroonid on trii-
kitud aastatel 1991-2007. Esimesed pan-
gatéhed emiteeriti 20. juunil 1992 ja viima-
sed lasti kaibele 19. juunil 2009.

Ettevalmistustega Eesti krooni kasutuse-
levBtuks alustati juba 1989. aastal, mil
Eestis kestis veel ndukogude okupat-
sioon. 8. detsembril 1989 kuulutas Eesti
NSV Ministrite NBukogu valja avaliku
konkursi rahakavandite saamiseks. Téht-
aeg oli 15. jaanuar 1990 ja esitada tuli
kolm kavandit 1-, 5-, 10-, 25- ja 100-
kroonise nimivaartusega paberraha hul-
gast. Pangatahtedel kujutatavaid isikuid
vOis iga osaleja eesti kirjanduse-, this-
konnaelu- ja sporditegelaste hulgast va-
balt valida. Kohustuslikud elemendid
olid: valjaandja nimetus Eesti Pank, kaks
seerianumbrit, tekst ,Eesti Panga pan-
gatéhtede jareletegemine on seadu-
sega karistatav”, aastaarv 1990 ning
panga presidendi ja direktori allkirjad.
Varvid ja tagakilje kujunduse motiivid
vois kunstnik ise valida.
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This publication gives an overview of the
security features of the Estonian kroon
banknotes issued after the 1992 mone-
tary reform. In addition to the description
and images of the security features, the
publication includes information regard-
ing when and in which printing house a
particular series was printed, who is
being depicted on the banknotes, what
are the main design components and
what has changed in the design over the
years.

The Estonian kroon banknotes included
in this publication have been printed
between 1991 and 2007. The first
banknotes were issued on 20 June 1992
and the most recent ones on 19 June
20009.

Preparations for the introduction of the
kroon had already begun in 1989 when
Estonia was still under Soviet rule. A
design competition for the kroon bank-
notes was launched on 8 December
1989 by the Council of Ministers of the
Estonian SSR. The deadline was 15
January 1990 and at least three de-
signs were to be submitted out of the
five proposed denominations (the 1-,
5-, 10-, 25- and 100-kroon banknotes).
The persons who were to be depicted
on the banknotes had to be Estonian
writers, sportsmen or public figures.
The obligatory elements were the fol-
lowing: the name of the issuer (Eesti

More than 30 designs were submitted to
the competition. The members of the
selection board were Siim Kallas, Heido
Vitsut, Juri Hain, Enn Pdldroos, Kaisa
Puustak, Oskar Raunam and Rein Otsa-
son, Governor of Eesti Pank. The results
of the competition were announced on
24 January 1990. The first prize was
given to Vladimir Taiger, a professor at
Tallinn Art University, for the designs of
the 10-, 25- and 100-kroon banknotes.
The second prize was given to artist
Ago Tuuga, and artist Rihet-Urmas
Ploomipuu got a third place for his de-
signs of the 1- and 2-kroon banknotes.
As the works of two different artists were
selected, the designs of the 1- and
2-kroon banknotes varied from those of
the larger denominations.

The decision to issue 500-kroon bank-
notes was made as late as March 1990.
For this denomination Vladimir Taiger
used the portrait of Carl Robert Jakobson,
who was at first meant for the 25-kroon
banknote. The design of the 5-kroon bank-
note was made a little bit later as well.

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In 1994, it was decided to issue a 50-
kroon banknote to fill the gap between
the 25- and 100-kroon denominations.
The new banknote was again designed
by Vladimir Taiger and it displays the
portrait of Rudolf Tobias, a composer.

The motifs used on the back sides of the
banknotes were selected in such a way
that they would be related to the persons
depicted on the front sides. For example,
the front side of the 1-kroon banknote
features the portrait of Kristjan Raud, an
artist, while the back side shows a view of
Toompea Castle as the artist’s studio was
in Toompea, in the Maiden Tower (Neitsi-
torn). On the 2-kroon banknote we can
see the portrait of Karl Ernst von Baer, an
Estonian-born Baltic-German naturalist.
The back side of the banknote depicts
the University of Tartu because von Baer
had close relations with the institution.
The front side of the 5-kroon banknote
displays the portrait of Paul Keres and
the back side shows the city of Narva,
where the chess-player was born. The
front side of the 10-kroon banknote bears
the portrait of Jakob Hurt while the back
side depicts the Tamme-Lauri oak tree,
which grows in the same region where
Hurt came from.

The printing of the first banknotes did
not go smoothly. An open competition
was held to find a suitable printing
house. The best offer was made by the



United States Banknote Company raha-
trikikoda.

Soon, it was discovered that the printing
house that had proposed the lowest
price could not meet deadlines or guar-
antee the quality expected. Neverthe-
less, the 1- and 2-kroon banknotes were
printed in the United States. According
to the order, the banknotes were to be
ready by the end of 1991 and bear the
year 1991 on them. However, the Ame-
rican company started to fill the order in
1992 and changed the year without con-
sulting with Eesti Pank. As a result, the
1- and 2-kroon banknotes display the
year 1992.

At the time the order was made, the
Governor of Eesti Pank was Rein Otsa-
son; however, in 1992 he was replaced
by Siim Kallas. The signatures on the
1-kroon banknote are those of Rein
Otsason, Governor of Eesti Pank, and
Raimund Hagelberg, Member of the
Board. The first 2-kroon banknotes bear
the signatures of Rein Otsason, Gover-
nor of Eesti Pank, and Siim Kallas, Mem-
ber of the Board. In this way the name
of the first Governor of the re-estab-
lished Eesti Pank was honoured on the
banknotes of the Estonian kroon.

There were no problems with printing
the rest of the banknotes. This was done
by the British printing house Thomas De
La Rue and Company Ltd. The denomi-

Pangatahtede valmistamisel on oluline
nende kunstiline kujundus ja turvalisus.

Security features

The art design and security features of
banknotes are important aspects in
banknote production. Banknote security
is achieved via using rare materials, the
most modern technology and multiple
combinations of security features. Every
single line pattern on the banknote is
characteristic only to that given series
and is a security element in itself.

Today, the primary requirement in bank-
note preparation is the use of security
features which can be detected visually.
If such security features are to be used, it
must be ensured that they cannot be
counterfeited. At the same time, they
should simple enough so that the au-
thenticity of the banknotes can be quickly
verified and without the need for specific
technical devices. Everyday experience
shows that there are attempts to counter-
feit security features. However, making a
copy with all the security features identi-
cal to those on the genuine banknote is
an extremely expensive and time-con-
suming process that in the end proves to
be uneconomical. Furthermore, it is virtu-
ally impossible to get hold of the special
materials and tools used in production.

In general, security features can be

divided into three groups:

e Security features visible to the naked
eye. For example, these include wa-
termarks, security threads, holograms,
colour-shifting elements and tactile
elements which can be recognised
by touch. These security features are
verifiable by all users without any
technical devices.

e Security features which require easily
accessible technical devices for ver-
ification such as UV light sources,
magnifying glasses, microscopes
and various kinds of detectors.
These security features are meant
particularly for cash-handlers.

e Security features which are meant for
specialists. These are verifiable only
with special technical devices. In this
category, the physical parameters as
well as the electrical and magnetic
properties of the paper and printing
ink are measured. Usually, these are
machine-readable security features.

Across the world, work is ongoing with
the aim of applying an increasing num-
ber of visually verifiable security features
which at the same time would be ex-
tremely difficult to copy due to their
uniqueness and high level of security.

Esikilg

13. sajandil. P6hjasbjas, 18. sajandil lin-
nus kull purustati peaaegu taielikult, kuid
sajandi teises pooles rekonstrueeriti see
osaliselt kubermanguvalitsuse esindus-
hooneks — Toompea lossiks.

Front

The front side of the 1-kroon banknote
depicts KRISTJAN RAUD (1865-1943)
— a painter and drawer, as well as a cul-
tural historian. He was one of the most
active organisers of Estonian art at the
beginning of the 20th century. Raud re-
ceived the Grand Prix at the 1937 Paris
World Exhibition for his illustrations in the
Estonian national epic “Kalevipoeg”.

Back

The back side of the 1-kroon banknote
depicts a view of Toompea Castle and
the Tall Hermann Tower. Toompea Castle
is one of the most beautiful historical
and architectural buildings in Tallinn.
The Danes started construction of the
Order’s stronghold in the 13th century.
The fortress was almost totally de-
stroyed during the Great Northern War
in the 18th century, but it was partly re-
constructed thereafter to serve as the
seat of the government’s administration
— Toompea Castle. During the first years
of the Republic of Estonia, the new
building of the parliament (Riigikogu)
was constructed on the site of the me-
dieval convent building in the courtyard
of Toompea Castle.

Esikilg

Pangatahe esikiljel on kujutatud balti-
saksa loodusteadlane, antropoloog, kir-
jeldava ja vordleva embruoloogia rajaja
KARL ERNST von BAER (1792-1876).
Ta siindis Eestis, td6tas Konigsbergis,
Peterburis ja Tartus. Baer oli Vene
Geograafiaseltsi asutaja ja selle esime-
ne president. 1826. aastal avastas Baer
imetajate (sh inimese) munaraku.

Tagakilg

Pangatahe tagakiljel on vaade Tartu
Ulikooli peahoonele. Hoone on ehitatud
aastatel 1804-1809 arhitekti Johann
Wilhelm Krause projekti jargi endise
Maarja kiriku varemetele.

Front

The front side of the 2-kroon banknote
displays KARL ERNST von BAER (1792-
1876) — a Baltic-German naturalist, an-
thropologist and the founder of de-
scriptive and comparative embryology.
He was born in Estonia and later worked
in Konigsberg, St. Petersburg and Tartu.
Baer was the founder and first president
of the Russian Geographical Society. In
1826, Baer discovered the mammalian
(incl. human) ovum.

Back

The back side of the 2-kroon banknote
features the main building of the Univer-
sity of Tartu. The building was con-
structed between 1804 and 1809 on the
foundation of Maarja Church according
to the design of the architect Johann
Wilhelm Krause. It was ceremonially
opened in 1809. The three-storey build-
ing is designed in the high-classicistic
style and it is set on a raised terrace as
was appropriate for a prominent build-
ing of the era. The six-pillared portico of
the main facade has become the sym-
bol of higher education in Estonia.

The back side of the banknote features a
view of the Narva River with Narva Her-
mann Castle on its left bank and Ivan-
gorod Fortress on the right, constituting a
historical and architectural ensemble on
the European Union border. Narva Castle
was established by the Danes in the 13th
century and Ivangorod Fortress was
erected by the Russians at the end of the
15th century. Both strongholds were se-
verely damaged during World War Il
Restoration of the buildings started in
1955 and the work is still ongoing.

Instead of the
light security thread a modern, dark se-
curity thread with a transparent repeat-
ing text “10 EEK EESTI PANK” was put
into use. A tactile element for the visu-
ally impaired was added on the front
side representing the letter H in Morse
code.

In 2007, an additional series of 10-kroon
banknotes was printed.

Some of the best exam-
ples of his work are the psychological
play “Judith”, the novels “Master of Kor-
boja”, "Life and Love", "I Loved a Ger-
man Girl', the allegorical "The New
Vanapagan of P6rgupdhja” and the fa-
mous five-part “Truth and Justice”.
Tammsaare has found an eternal place
in his readers' hearts due to his original
language, as well as his line of thought
full of paradoxes and unconventional
characters living simultaneously in their
own time and in eternity. All that makes
his work special and attractive to read-
ers of different times.
