Paevad venivad aina pikemaks ja 66d
aina luhemaks, ning ka kraadiklaasil on
margata soojemaid temperatuure.
Seega ei saa Jaanipaev enam kaugel
olla. Taaskord on Connecticuti Eesti
Selts Bostoni Eesti Seltsi endale kiilla
kutsunud, et suve pikimat paeva tahista-
da Eesti Maal. Nagu alati on ka seekord
plaanis kullaldaselt lusti ja mange, ning
nagu eelmisest aastast veel k8igil kind-
lasti meeles on, saab ka seekord maha
peetud ks korralik vBrkpalliturniir BESi
ja CESi vahel.

Pidustused algavad laupé&eval, 21. juunil
kell 12 p&eval ning I6ppevad tradit-
siooniliselt siis, kui péike taas hakkab
taevasse tbusma. Ametlikus kavas on
mangud kell 3 pealel6unal, htuséok kell
6 ning ametlik I6kketule stitamine kell 8.
Plaani oma reisikava nii, et kindlasti
saaksid igast Uritusest osa vétta.

Kdik, kes ka varem on Connecticuti
Jaanipaeva tahistamisel osalenud, soovi-

looja lasta. Eesti Maal on piisavalt
ruumi, et telk pisti panna. Ning kuigi
hommikuks on pidu kull veidi vaibunud,
on ka siis veel I6bus rahvaga aega veeta.
Ja kes siis ikka tahab 66pimeduses kodu
poole sdita.

Endiselt palub CESi rahvas $4 igalt
taiskasvanult sissepddsu maksuks Eesti
Maale. Nooremad kui 18-aastased
saavad Eesti Maale tasuta. S606gi-joogi-
poolise eest tuleb ka eraldi maksta, et
perenaiste vaeva tasuda, nii et vota
kaasa veidi sularaha — metsas ju panga-
automaate ei ole. Korraldajate poolt on
vélja pakutud s66gid ning karastusjoogid
ja kohvi, kangem kraam (nagu naiteks
oOlled ja veinid) tuleb k&igil omaks tarbeks
ise kaasa tuua. Ja kui otsustad telgis

66bida ning soovid hommikusdogiks
midagi enamat, kui leivakoorukesi, siis
vota kaasa ka hommikusdok — kohvi on
ainus, mis korraldajate poolt hommikul
pakutakse.

Nii et paki kotti spordikingad ning kitarr,
vota kaasa hea tuju, laula lahti lauluhaal,
m&tle |abi strateegia mangudeks ning
kohtumiseni I8kketule &éres.
